Opening of Parliament.

Ottawa, Oct. 23.
The Governor General, In Ills progress 

to thc Parliament Buildings this morning, 
was most enthusiastically cheered. In 
fact a perfect ovation was tendered him. 
He came by thc new bridge, escorted by 
the Guards, received and briefly re­
plied to an address presented by the 
Mayor and Corporation, 
arrival the galleries were filled with a 
large and fashionable audience, 
ceremonies were as imposing as usual, 
and nearly all the members of the House 
Were present. It was the largest gather­
ing ever seen at the opening of the 
House. The Commons were summoned 
to the Senate Chamber, nnd the follow­
ing speech delivered :
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate : 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons!

In accordance with thc intimation given 
by me at the close of last session, I have 
caused Parliament to be summoned at 
the earliest moment after the receipt of 
thc Commissioners appointed by me to 
enquire into certain matters connected 
with the Canadian Pacific Railway.

MAGNIFICENT STOCK and fnlljlncs of GOODS suitable^Ç"E are showing a A Relic of Barbarism.

There is a great deal said and sang 
about the glories of the Nineteenth Cen­
tury. Orators, poets and journalists 
never cease lauding its superiority over 
all the preceding eighteen. Have wc 
not enlightenment instead of supersti­
tion?—freedom instead of slavery?—thc 
Pullman car instead of the stage-coach? 
Have we not thousands of material 
blessings which our ancestors were 
forced to do without? And all these 
good tilings are held to be as nothing in 
comparison with the right of every man 
to the enjoyment of life, liberty and the 
pursuit of happiness in his own way. 
Every man is free to do as he will, so 
long as he keeps within the limits defined 
by laws enacted by legislators elected by 
the people. Every man who has not 
been found guilty of a criminal act, or 
against whom there is not evidence suf­
ficient to warrant his being placed on 
trial for a violation of the law, is sup­
posed to be as free as the wind that 
blows. The liberty of the subject is held 
to be sacred until forfeited by the com­
mission of a crime, This is the peculi­
arity of our civilization of which we 
boast the loudest and the oflenest. No 
tyrant King, no murderous Council of 
Ten, no secret Star Chamber, no tortur­
ing Inquisition, can deprive the poorest 
in the land of his freedom. Such is our 
boast, and such is the boast of the free­
dom-loving sons of the American Union, 
where even the debtor must not be im­
prisoned. Such is the boast, but what 
is the reality? The freedom of the in­
nocent citizen is asserted, but is thc as­
sertion true? There is neither. King nor 
Council nor inquisition, but are there 
not forms of law as cruel and tyranni­
cal? Ye dearly beloved enthusiasts who 
rise to proclaim anew that America is 
the freest land under the sun—a land in 
which no man’s personal liberty can be 
taken from him unless he has been guil­
ty of a crime—pray listen to this before 
spreading the wings of your indignant 
oratory, from an editorial in a recent 
number of the New York Tribune:

The most interesting feature In the 
Stokes trial yesterday was the appear­
ance of two witnesses who have been 
locked up nearly two years because they 
were so unfortunate as to be employedin 
the hallway of the Grand Central Hotel 
at the time of the killing ol Col. Fisk— 
we say their appearance was the most in­
teresting feature of the trial, for they are 
the living testimony to one of thejsaddest 
abuses of our system of law. They had 
committed no offense. They were acci­
dentally present or near at hand when a 
man was shot, and so the law cast them 
Into prison to make sure that they should 
be on hand when it wanted to hear their 
story. That they were poor and depend­
ant upon their daily labor made no mat­
ter; rather it was because they were 
poor and unable to furnish heavy bail 
that the courts locked them up. Our 
Constitution embodies an especial pro­
hibition against such a crying wrong : 
“Witnesses shall not be unreasonably 
“detained," are the words it uses. But, 
unfortunately, this guarantee ot the Con­
stitution is rendered almost nugatory by 
the statute of 1845, which empowers the 
District Attorney to hold the witnesses 
from term to term as the cause may be 
postponed, and so the witnesses are 
powerless to be relieved from imprtson- 
m nt and powerless to obtain damages 
for their detention; and none can tell 
when this will end; we have had two 
trials already, and who knows but We 
may have another?

Now what about the nineteenth cen­
tury—the sacredness of personal liber­
ty—the right of every man to life, liber­
ty and the persuits of happiness—the 
freest country under the sun? Is it any 
less maddening to be deprived of liber­
ty by virtue of an unjust and unneces­
sary statute than by the edict of any ir­
responsible man or body of men? Is it 
any advance in civilization over the 
days of the Doges, of Philip, of James? 
The punishment is milder, but the prin­
ciple is the same. Are we cynical when we 
suggest that the great majority, content 
with liberty for themselves, care little 
for the wrongs of the unfortunate few 
who suffer, like these poor witnesses, 
for no fault of their own? If the rulers 
— the liberty-proclaiming majority — 
really cared for the rights of man, really 
deemed human liberty a sacred thing to 
be preserved at all hazards, they would 
make laws that would enable a wit­
ness to give his testimony and be free.

A bill for the consolidation and amend­

ment of thc laws in force in the several 
Provinces, relating to the representation 
of the people in Parliament, will again 
be submitted to you. By the postpone­
ment of this measure from last session, 
you will have the advantage of including 
Prince Edward Island,now happily united 
to Canada.

The Canada Pacific Railway Company, 
to whom a Royal Charter was granted, 
have, I regret to say, been unable to 
make the final arrangements necessary 
for thc construction of that great under­
taking. They have, therefore, executed 
a surrender of their charter, which has 
been accepted by me.

You will, I trust, feel yourselves called 
upon to take steps to secure the early 
commencement and vigorous prosecution 
of the construction of that railway, and 
thus to - carry out in good faith the ar­
rangement made with the province of 
British Columbia. A measure for this 
purpose will be submitted for your con­
sideration.

The extension of thc Bounds of thc 
Dominion has caused a corresponding 
increase in the work of administration, 
and seems to call for additional assistance 
in Parliament as well as in the Executive 
Government. A Bill on this subject will 
be laii before you.

Your attention will be invited to the 
consideration of a bill for the establish­
ment of a general court of appeal.

Measures relating to our navigable 
waters and to the inspection laws will be 
laid before you ; as also a bill for the es­
tablishment of a Dominion Board of 
Agriculture.

The subject of the law relating to In­
solvency will necessarily engage your at­
tention.

The efforts made by the several Pro­
vinces, as well as by the Dominion, to 
encourage immigration, have met with 
success, and a large number of valuable 
settlers have been added to our popula­
tion. I do not doubt that you will con­
tinue your liberal aid to to this important 
object.
Gentlemen of the Commons :

I have directed that the Accounts of 
the past financial year shall be laid before 
you.

The prosperous condition of our finan­
ces continues ; and the revenue has been 
sufficient to meet all charges upon it.

The Estimates for the ensuing year 
will be laid before you. They have been 
prepared with due regard to economy as 
well as to the efficiency of the public ser­
vice, and I trust that the supplies which 
are necessary will be granted without in­
convenience to the people.

To this Sir John replied, by laying on 
the table the evidence, aud stating that it 
would be at once printed and distributed.

At the Government caucus this morn­
ing there were one hundred and fifteen 
supporters present.

The earnest, glowing, clear-cut 
eloquence of Mrs. Bristol, who made the 
fUst speech of Thursday’s session, was 
equal to the extemporaneous eloquence 

1 of Wendell Phillips. Her discourse on 
Enlightened Motherhood called out some 
brilliant and airy discussion, in which 
Mrs. Stanton and Mrs. Chase, of Rhode 
Island, were the principal participants. 
The interesting paper on reform in wo­
men’s dress, by the Rev. Celia Burleigh, 
attracted considerhble attention also. 
She thought the ballot would do little for 
woman unless she could be emancipate! 
from the tyranny of clothes. The present 
style of dress is a challenge to man’s 
lower propensities. Humanity, not gend­
er, is the thing to be emphasized. Woman 
was intended to be biped. But being 
obliged by her trailing, swinging drapery 
to use her hands to aid locomotion in 
going up stairs and through narrow pas­
sages, she becomes through her clothes 
quadruped. Over to the Woodhull wing 
of the woman party Mrs. Wilbour, Presi­
dent of the Sorosls, threw the first dis­
approving dart that has been cast by the 
Congress. She designated persons as 
strongly as could be without mentioning 
names, and was decided aud withering In 
her disapprobation.
