Asking their Rights.

The people of Sussex, having been
deprived of the train by which they
have chiefly held communication with
St. John for fifteen years, are making
an effort to obtain a restoration of their
rights. At a publie meeting in Sussex
resolutions_ getting’ forth the disadvan-
tages to which the people are subjected
by the want of the morning and even-
ing train were adopted, and the follow-
ing humble petition was telegraphed to
Ottawa:

Sussex, July 27th, 1874.
To Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, Ottawa:

At ameeting of residents east of Hamp-
ton a petition was framed and sigued,
and will be mailed to you to-morrow,
praying that the No. 8 local train‘be con-
tinued to Sussex; please kindly cause
such instruction to be given.

Signed E. A. Vamn,,
Egmd Chairman.

Hon. A. J. Smith was also communi-
cated with (nobody seems to have thought
of Burpee) and he promised to use his
influence on behalf of the peopte.

Now it is a pretty state of things
when rights and privileges that have
been enjoyed by people for fifteen years
~-railway accommodation onthe strength
of which hundréds of men have pur-
chased land and built houses —are taken
away withont a day’s noticd, without
consultation with a single person to be
affected, without the slightest regard for
industries that depend on such railway
accommodation for existenca. = Under
the old Government no such arbitrary
measures would have been taken. The
people and the people’s representatives
would have been consulted about the
matter. With Mackenzie, however, no
| interest, no traffic, no cherished institu-
tion, depending in any way on the Gov-
ernment, is safe from being destroyed
without warning.  He tells Brydges or
some other underling to visit a railway
line and report what changes can be
made, and then le acts on the report of
his agent with utter recklessness as to
the consequences ‘to follow or the
interests to'be affected. We hope the
prayers of the Sussex people may pre-
vail, as we feel that such humiliation
before such a man must be galling in the
extreme—that the memory of it will not

| be bearable if it is not crowned with
'{ success. -

This is the year of destructive local
storms. Our readers will recall many
that have descended upon particular lo-
calities, done am immense amount of
mischief, and were not felt elsewhere.
There was one of these on the Potomac
three weeks ago, strewing that river with
wrecks and corpses, and another terribly
fatal one is recorded in the press des-
patches in another column. There was
another ot similar character at Eureka,
Nevada, on Friday lst.. A despatch
from there says it had been raining with
great violence from early morning till
noon, when the cloud burst on a lofty
range of mouutains to the eastward and
a vast volume of water rushed down the
canon where the town is located. The
eastern part of the town was flooded in
ten minutes by a fearful rush of
water which coanstantly increased
in violence, depth and impetunosity.
The people in that portion of
the town were hemmed in and the houses
were torn from their foundations and
swept away with the occupants. Ropes
were procured and brave men thus pro-
tected dashed into the flood and saved
many lives. Only a few women and
children were lost. The body of Mrs.
Brady was recovered. Robert Robinett,
reporter of the Semtinel, is among the
drowned. The Sentinel office was swept
away. Bodies were taken to the Court
House as fast as recovered. Three China-
men were lost, thirty houses were swept
away, and all that part of the town con-
taining the dance houses and other
places of amusement, are gone. The
fiood lasted only half an honr. The total
loss of life is not yet known, bat it is be-
lieved it will reach 23 or 30 persons.

They were all bare-
fioot, and althomgh the waves from the
ocean af every Sood break wpom them,
they are se petfectiy preserved that the
prints of the toes can be distinetly seen.
The impressioss are from two i@ three
inches im depth. and quite manrow. amd
were made when the jeut was soft. The

fioot ts wide and spreading st the toes.
