The attention of the Trustees of 
the Kitchener-Waterloo Hospital a 
Board was drawn to the rapid dis­
appearance of the trees on the plot 
popularly known as "Greenbush" 
on the Hospital grounds at the re­
gular meeting of the Board on Tues- 
day, evening. Vice-President Geo 
Diebel, who presided in the absence 
of President E.C. Kabel, reported 
that during the recent wind storm 
of November 29th, four or five 
trees were blown down, and there 
are now less than thirty left. He 
suggested that all the trees should 
be removed and the ground culti­
vated to provide vegetables for the 
Hospital.

The question was discussed by the 
Board and the matter was referred 
to the Property Committee with 
power to act. During the last three 
years about seventy trees have blown 
down, and one of the Trustees re­
marked that it looked as if “anoth­
er landmark would soon disappear.” 

To Discuss Addition.
The question of taking early steps 

to erect the new addition to the 
Hospital was referred to a special 
meeting of 'the Board to be called 
at an early date by President Kabel. 
It was reported that the donation 
of $5,000 voted by the Dominion 
Rubber System had been paid, and 
there was on hand a building fund 
of $8,118, with a considerable a- 
mount subscribed toward the new 
project.
