sent Adivistry almost as pemv.uou«!; as its predeces-

'sors.  Lord Abecdeen, on entering - oflice, wished,
dike a man of sense and stalesmanlile views, to enhst
some few Catholics amang his supporters, 'Tlmt he’
 found it not peculiarly easy matter to do this 1o lns
admit. Uﬁh'\pmiy, we'have
'so’ few men of political capacity and glaractes
amengst us, that had Lord Aberdeen been a devoted
Catholic hun&eH hie would bhave been compelled to
search pretty, heenly for such Catholic aid as he
need not have been ashamed to invoke: As'itwas,
e commitled a most serious blunder. Of three Ca-
tholics whom be named to political office, [wo were
wholly unfitted by their antecedents fo give real
strength to his ministry. In every respect 1 '\1.. Mon-
‘ella appointinent was a wise and unexeeptionzble
ones the otlier two, those of Messrs. Keogh and
badlur, were simply suicidal.  Of those rrcmlemen,
as personallyfitted for office, we have nothing to say ;
but they liad just. pledged themselves in so emp!satu.
4 manuer against eay sueh government as Lord
Aberdeen’s, tlmtlt was impossible that they could
enter office with a single rag of political reputation.
How far Lord Abér deen was awace of their previous
history we cannot tell ; but we much doubt whether
he koew anything more of them than that they were
Catholics, and that Mr: Sadleir was a man of firo-
perty and-local influence, and AMr.: I\wrrh a ¢lever
lawyer.and effective speaker.
