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UNIVERSITY OF MAINE DEBATERS
BEST HILDEBRAND AND KERR ON

COMMUNIST LAW

[".N.B. Debating Soclety was host
to the University of Maine Debat
ing Society at a debate held in room
106 of the Forestry building on Fri-

day night, the 24th of February.
The resolution under debate was
“Resolved that the Communist

party should be outlawed in Canadsa |

and the United States”. Debating
for the University of Maine were
Frank Heane and George Hovey on
the affirmative side. while George
(“Buzz”) Kerr and Johu Hildebrand
took the negative side for 1J.N.D.

The affirmative commenced by
howing just exactly what the Com-
munist party stood for and what
the Communist party had done in
he past and that the law
passed outlawing the Communist
Party in the United States and Can-
ada.

The negative said the result of
such a law would be a dangerous
threat to civil liberties and they
pointed out that such a law had
failed in many countries, Canada
included and also the present witch-

unt in Quebec. The negative said
that our present laws were strong
enough to deal with traitors wheth-
er they be communists or not

The affirmative in rebuttal came

back with a tricky move. They
said the debate was not either on
the constitutionality or practic-

ability of such a bill, in other words
the whole debate hinged around the
interpretation of the word ‘“should”,
and the affirmative felt that thev
had conclusively proved that the
Communist party was such a men-
ace that it should be outlawed, but
whether it could be or not was an
thing, which did
not have anything to do with the
subject under debate and the effi
mative cited chapter and
prove their case.

The negative disagreed with the
affirmative and said that the con-
stitutionality and practicability of
such a bill did not have some bear-
ing on the subject under debate.

The judges returned a 2-1 decision
