ing. It IS not merely as wishing well to iMr. Seth, that I
hope he may soon attain a position which will afTor.l
adequate opporfunity for the developn.ent of his powers
but as wishing well to Philosophy. For I think him a man
ot great promise, ami I ,loubt if an academic body, proceed-
ing to the appointment of a Professor of Philosophy, couhl
readily find any candidate with more complete equipment
better experience, or more satisfactory indications of future'
success.
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
