Federal Milma With levelled Riffes Held the Eight Hundred

Grl'ninals in Cheek l!ntll

LEAVENWORTH, Kas., April 1.—It
took 1,200 United States . soldiers to
maintain order and to prevent prison-

destroyed . four' buildings. of.the Fed-
eral Military prisoh here early today.
All the 800 priconers were marched out
of their cells when: it seemed that the
whole prison certainly would be” de-
stroyed -and were held under ~heavy
military guard until the fire-was un-
der control. Then after some of the
cell houses had cooled sufficiently they
were marched back again.. The fire
was Jiscovered before midmight by a
sentry who fired his pistol, the fire call
was sounded, and the entire garrison
at Fort Leavenworth turned out. The
thirteenth infantry armed’ with rifles
was thrown around the “entire prison.
The fire which probably started in the
prison tailor ‘shop galned rapidly
against the prison guard working with
buckets and small’ hose.  The fire de:
partment of Leavonworth answered an
emergency call and jeined forces with
the soldiers- in a battle against the
flames.- . The fire was confined to the
central row. of the-buildings and ¢on-
sumed the = industrial departments of
the prison including the paint shop,
the tailor shop, " carpenter-shop and
laundry. The bulldings contajned
many . combustibles --and _the . flames
threatened . the buildings. . The cell
houses rapidly -became - filled  with
smoke:and got. suffocatingly hot. After
bugle  calls- were .sounded .-the . first
guard -line .was placed .about 150, feet
from - the. prison. wall. and. the men in
it were stationed ten feet apart. The
second: line was 200 feet further back.
The companies were extended in open
order. ~Through this line no one except
an officer or & soldier on duty was al-
‘lowed to. pass. When the fire was
started there was glee among the rri-
soners.

Two of . the  terror atrlcken
crowd of convicts fainted.. '

Half an hour after the fire starntéd
the Leavenworth . Fire Department
reached the fort. Nothing could be
done to save the burning  buildings,
however, and the firemen devoted their
attention to saving the main struc-
tures and keeping the fire from the
military prisoners. A new mihtarv
prison is under construction, and ‘it is
not probable that the burned bhuildings
will be rebuilt.

- Major Thomas H. Slavens, commans«
der of the prison, said the fire was pro«
bably caused by a defective draft. He
placed the damage “at- $65,000. The
buildings burned were among the old-<
est at Fort = Leavenworth. They
were erected in 1857-58 and were first
uged for an:army commissary store-
house. Many:yegrs later they became
a part of the United States peniten-
tiary - and then. -they were converted
into a military _prison -following the
erection of a federal prison here.
