Former Member of Soulanges
Was Regarded as Man of
Highest Character.

OTTAWA, Teb. 4—In the sordid
mire of the revelations at Quebec the
prostrate figures of Joseph Octave
Mousseau becomes the more tragic as
one learns of his history, habits and
personality.

Unless you knew
the height from which he fell you
could not appreciate the depth of the
abyss into which he has fallen.”

“The unfortunate deputy whose
corruption seems to be only too well
established is described as a man of
courtly manmers and commanding
presence, who had achieved an honor-
able position ‘in the ,practice of his
profession; and as a public man bade
fairto Huoeotre one-of the representa-
nvq,t‘r}gch-\cgn s Thére was-no-
thmg about 'him tor suggest high liv-’
ing, extravagance or dissipation. On
the contrary, he is described as studi-
ous and reserved, devoted to his fam-
ily, free from evil habits and associ-
ates. He anticipated, and his friends
anticipated fot him, a brilliant career.
He had, to start with, a distinguished
name and honorable family, remark-
able gifts as an orator and great per-
sonal popularity in his native county
of Soulanges, and indeed throughout
the Province of Quebec.
Of Conservative Stock

“First, as to the family Mousseau:
Hon J. A. Mousseau entered the cab-
inet of Sir J. Macdonald as sccretary
of state after the great Conservative
victory of 1878, When Sir Adolphe
Chapleau entered the cabinet, Hon
Mr. Mousseau became prime minister
of Quebec. His brother, Dr. J.
Moussean, came to the Dontinioa
parliament from Soulanges in 1891,
and although of Conservative stock,
was classed as an independent. He
soon came tunder the spell of Sir Wil-
frid I.aurier, and eventually became
an enthusiastic Liberal.

German Who Wrought

ARSON SQUADS

IN GLASGOW
AGAIN

One Castle Was Partially
Destroyed and a Man-
sion Suffers.

GLASGOW, Feb 4—Very destruc-
tive fires, believed by the police auth-
orities to have been the work of “ar-
son squads” of militant suffragettes
caused considerable damage to-day
in the neighborhood of the Perth-
shire village of Comrie, famous for
its Druidical and Roman runs.

The first outbreak was discovered
in a drawing room- of Aberuchill Cas-
tle. The domestics were awakened by
the thick smoke and hot flames and
rapidly extinguished the fire, but not
before a number of valuable pictures
and some ancient turniture had been
damaged beyond repatr.

Shortly afterward another mansion
named the House of Ross, which was
temporarily unoccupied, was found to
be on fire. The flames had secured a
strong hold before they were discov-
ed and the house which had ben erec-
ted only a few years ago, was con-
sumed with all its contents.

Traces found in the vicinity of Ab-
eruchill castle, indicated that the fires
were the work of suffragettes.

A third case of arson occurred
Perthshire later in the day when
Saint Fillans, a fine mansion, was
gutted. It was the property of Stir-
ling Boyd, whose wife was formerly
president and is now vice-president
of the Anti-suffrage League of Edin-
burgh. A sheet of paper was found in
the grounds inscribed: “A  warm
welcome to Lloyd-George,” the re-
ference being to his arrival in Scot-
land to make a speech here.

DETEGTIES WAL

That is According to the De-
cision of Judge Char-
bonneau Today.

MONTREAL, Feb. 4.— Justice
Charbonneau this morning refused a
writ of mandamus to compe! the is-
suing of warrants for the arrest of
the Burns detectives concerned in
the bribery charges at Quebec .

A New Airship
Proves A Success

It Carried an Aggregate Weight of
Over a Ton up 5,000
Feet.

PARIS., Feb. 4.—Paul Schmitt, ah
engineer. has succeeded in construct-
ing an aeroplane with extraordinary
lifting capacity and which he claims
will revolutionize long distance tours
and also make an aerial omnjbus ser-
vice feasible. In a trial of the mach-
ine, with seven men aboard and carry
ing an aggregate weight of a ton and
a hali, the new air craft rose to 2
height of about 5.000 feet in half an
hour. Among the devices on the
aeroplane is one by which its speed
can be regulated at will from 73 to
26 miles a hour. An ingenious ar-
rangement of the wings permits the
new machine to rise wituout the cus-
tomary violent manipulation of the
elevating planes.
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
