THE BRITISH WAY

(By F. J. Sleath) -
In no branch of the British Army
does personal initiative count for
more than in the Flying Cofps. In
no branch of the service has it been
more encouraged. The British pilots

/| held the German in check by sheer
|inherent manpower when machine

supremacy was undeniably with the
Germans. Now that this supremacy
has been neutralized by the increas-
ing effectiveness of the British aero-
plane, British pilots are given great-
er liberty of action still, and many
of them act in what might be called
a ‘free lance’ capacity.

The story which will be told here
concerns one of these roving air-
men. He was over the¢'line early one
morning with no other purpose than
that of sending to destruction
hostile plane which he might chance
to meet, when the singular scarcity
of possible opponents decided him to
push further afield. He had long
cherished a certain project. The shy-
ness of the German aviators decreed
its accomplishment.

As soon as his intention ‘became
manifest, the German gunners con-
centrated their attention on him.
Clouds of anti- aircraft shrapnel fes-
tooned his course, and he seemed to

be groping his way through a smoky |

miasma where each fresh shell-burst
appeared like distant lightning rend-
ing its way through a lowering thun-
der cloud. “Flaming onions’—in-
flammable shells designed to set fire
to an aeroplane—groaned up from
below and burst in their neatly order-
ed groups. But all the efforts of the
German gunners were in vain. Our
airman was a master of his craft.
Now nose-diving and side-slipping,
now soaring skyward he piroutted
his '‘way through the poisonous flame-
starred mist, and broke clear to the
fresh cloudy heavens out of range.

Though the safe passage of this
‘‘gone of the Archies” had called for
his maximum skill in handling his
machine, he was nevertheless not un-
mindful of the peril which might de~
scend on him from above. To ‘‘come
down on the tail” of an unsuspecting
pilot is a favorite method of attack
with Hun airmen, and the Briton had
a shrewd suspicion that a certain
German pilot ‘was only waiting on
opportunity to repeat the old Fokker
tactics. ‘He had tried to engage this
fellow nearly an hour ago. but the
German had discreetly avoided an
encounter. He had not been driven
away, however, and the manner in
which he kept his altitude and dis-
tance was suggestive, to say the least
of it. The Briton therefore decided
to rid himself of the menace without
more ado.

Descending a thousand feet or so,
he deliberately slid under a bank of
clouds and there circled round slow-
ly, waiting for the German to drop
on him. He had not long to wait.
Like a yacht driving -through the
spindthrift of a breaking wave, the
hostile aeroplane broke through the
encircling mist and drove straight
down on his antagonist. Down went
the nose of the British machine. As
if held together by an invisible stay,
these two giant hawks dashed earth-
ward. Suddenly the foremost ma-
chine swoops upward. Down goes
its rudder. The famous side-loop
manoeuvre is performed. Ere the
German realizes what has happened,
his intended victim has reversed the

Another -makes the attempt, byt ere
it has riseh fifty feet the Briton has
swung round again, and it shares the
fate of the other machines. A group
of mechanics struggle with a third
rlane. A spray of bullets sweeps ov-
er them and they struggle no longer.
There is a silence in that aerodromc,
and a stillness, and no living man is
lto be seen. The British ma;chiqe
drones\lazily up.above. Its pi]o'krs
busy rectifying the jammed machine
gun. Then it begins to move in pow-
erful circles. Above the hum of the
engine gounds the chatter of the gun.
Barely twenty feet above the hang-
ars it passes, and the gun does not
cease from speking. When the
round has been completed every
hangar and the aeroplanes .thhm
have been systematically riddled.
Well content with his work, the Brit-
on turns homeward.

There is danger before him hqw-
ever, and he prepares to meet _1t.
Over ten miles away lie the British
lines. He knows an attempt will be
made to intercept him. Up into .the
ether he climbs, in long swinging
| spirals; upward and upward until
the roofs of the city become smoky
and blurred. Only when he has beaten
his height record does he turn
homeward. He will suffer for flying
at such an altitude, afterwan'is. For
the present no other course 1S open

his machine gun, and he must elude
the enemy without fighting. Present-
ly beneath and~Nn front of him a
number of dun-colored specks o9~
pear. It is a squadron of German
aeroplanes striving to cut him off.
Only one will reach an altituge great
enough to engage him. Hey boldly
volplanes down on this fellow.. The
German machine gun begins to stut-
ter: then it is-silent. The pilot banks
and dives. He is afraid to fight alon=,
and discreetly avoids the oncoming
Briton. Again the “Archie” clusters
blurr the sky. But the range is too
great for them to be dangerous. A
few minutes later the adventurovs
voyage is ended, and the Briton is
safe among his friends.

The results of this sole effort were
three hostile  aeroplanes destroyed,
and a whole squadron, with its aero-
drome, wiped off the German fight-
ing strength for days to come. This
is a story which will hold its own
with any in the annals of war.

A RUSE AT YPRES

“There was a time at Ypres when
all the t;hurch towers and buildings
that could be used for observation
posts had been blown down. A
poplar tree grew on the edge of No
Man’s Land. A Canadian artillery
officer struck upon a bright idea. He
took a picture of the tree with a
camera and then behind the lines an-
other tree with a self-same branch-
es and wax leaves upon it was built
in the form of a hollow tube. On a
dark night the real tree was sawed
down, and in its place the hollow iron
one stood the next morning, with the
leaves fluttering in the morning

breeze. Up the poplar tree in t'he,
inside went the observing officer,.and :

through the whole battle with his
rank finders, he spotted the énemy
and gave correct information to our
artillery units.

“In these days the British hz}d few
airships; the Germans had many,
They bombed everything behind the
lines they could set their eyes upon.
Particularly were they fond of am-
munition depots. A British officer,
who is somewhat of an artist in his
way, arranged a huge tarpaulin
painted like stacks of ammunition
out in the open field. with just en-
ough powder lying loose to make a
good explosion when hit by the
bombs. The Germans moved closer
and closer, dropping their bombs and
making great headway turning  up
the fields. They did not know tMat
in the previous day Britain at last
had got forward sdme anti-aircraft
guns. They were planted behind a
hedge. The airmen became daring
and yet more daring. They soared
and moved near. The wings of their
planes seemed to touch each other
as, like swallows sweeping over, they
circled and flashed over the ammun-
ition _depots and dropped their bom-
us. Then the auti-aircraftguns be-

an talking to them—talking in the
anguage every soldier learns to
know; the universal language of the
firing lines in Europe; the language
of death. Broken and wounded in
the wing down they came, fluttering
like helpless pheasants before the
gun of the English sportsman. A
mile away the real ammunition dump
had been covered over with more tar-
paulin, but this one was painted as a
hedge.”

Paris, Aug. 16~—The German offici-
al report or merchant ships sunk by
submarines is exaggerated forty per
cent according to the results of the
conference of admirals of allied nav-
ies which was held at Paris July 25.

BOY DROWNED.
