time. ”

dustries, based on the changing cir-
cumstances of trade, productionl com
petition and transportation. Taking
these into consideration the govern.
ment has wisely determined that an
adjustment of taxation on a lower
scale could be safely formulated with
out undue sacrifice of the industries
that has been developed during the
past fifteen years. With this principle
we believe the great body of the Cana
dian people are in accord.
