He Declares the Russians Will Never

Yield to Allles

MOSCOW, . May 1.—Leon Trotzky,
Soviet War Minister, addressing the
Moscow garrison at the May Day re
view in Red Square, at which the Red
Oath was taken by all the soldiers,
declared that the Allies at Genoa de
sired conditions to which Russia would
never vield; therefore he ausked the
troops to be prepared,

“We offered to disarm,” he said, “but
" the Allies did not that. We
offered to bargain, we offered to pay the
pre-war debts, but they agreed that
they would recognize us if we abolished
Soviet Russia and restored ppitalism,
We answered no, and will always
noswer no”

One hundred thousand troops marech-
ed in review, followed by hundreds of
thousands of workmen and workwomen.
The oath taken by the soldiers, signal-
ising the end of iMliteracy in the ranks,
pledged them to defend Soviet Russia
with their full strength to the death.

PLANTING OF THE
VEGETABLE GARDEN

(Experimental Farms Note)
Thereé are so many different phases of

the | work to be comsidered in connection

wilh the planting of a garden that one
needs to have a thorough grasp of the
proper -procedure. The first operation
to.be conducted when weather condi-
tions are right is the preparation of the
soil. . Where the soil is of a sandy
nature there is little danger of injur-
ing its physical make-up, but if the
soil is of clay texture, working while
too moist will cause puddling which
would render the soil lumpy for that
season. - However, the cultivation given
the garden prior to sowing the seed
should ‘be thorough in every respect,
hecause upon this lilhgc} will depend,
to a very great degree, the success or
failure of the garden,

To obtain the maximum Feturns
from any garden, it is necessary to
employ successional - sowings of such
crops as peas, beans, beets, carrols,
radish and lettuce. The sowings should
be regulated at intervals of a week or
te~ days apart so as to have a succes—
sion of tender fresh vegetables available
throughout the season. The first sow-
ings should be made as early as weather
and soil conditions will permit and
continned in succession until the last
week of June: .

Regarding the sowing of the seed, one
must be careful to reguldte the depth
in accordance with the season of the
vear. During the early part of the sea-
son, shallow planting is essential to
quick germination, but as the season
advances and the soil becomes warmed
to a greater depth, it will be found
necessary to increase the depth in the
ground to which the seed is placed,
bearing in mind, of course, that large
and small sceds must be planted in
depth ih accordance with their size.

Whether the garden be large or small,
the ambition of every gardener should
be to obtain the most from the given
area. This can be done by a system of
double cropping, or eatch cropping,
using such quick maturing crops as
radish and lettuce, The early maturing
crops are sown between the rows of
cabbage, cauliflower, tomatoes and po-
tatoes, or as markers in the rows with
the seed of slow germinating sorts such
as parsnips or beets, and are rendy for
use and gome before the standdyd crops
require the space for thelr develop-
ment.,

A few regarding the
mode of procedure in connection with
the growing of crops
might not be amiss. In the first place,
let us consider peas. The first early
sowing should be made, using a smooth
seeded varlety such as Alaska or Early
Morning Star. This type of pea can be
sown very early
