GLIMMER’S MEMORIAL.
Valley Farm Stable Won 

the Feature.

Immense Crowd at the 
Woodbine Saturday.

List of Owners Who 
Won Over $1,000.

Toronto, June 7.—The closing day of 
the spring meet of the Ontario Jockey 
Club saw a concourse of people such as 
gathered together at the Woodbine on 
the opening day. The weather was still 
propitious, though the atmosphere in the 
betting ring was decidedly warm. The 
members’ stand and the velvet lawn in 
front were filled with the elite of To­
ronto society, while the general stand 
and enclosure were no less well patron-

The William Hendrie Memorial Han­
dicap, for horses foaled in Canada, very 
appropriately was won by the candidate 
of the Valley Farm Stable, owned by 
Col. John S. and Geo. M. Hendrie, and 
carrying the famous brown and yellow 
jacket.. The stable started both Shimon- 
ese, the King's Plate winner, and Glim­
mer. The latter was the victor, and 
was never in difficulty. Mr. Meagher's 
good horse Moonraker was second. Sliim- 
oneee, who lost ground in the early part, 
was only able to finish fourth, though 
at an extra quarter she would have 
been up with the leader. The time of 
the mile, 1.41 1-5, was the best of the 
meeting. Glimmer in this race added 
$980 to the Valley Farm winnings.

The Waterloo Handicap produced a 
thrilling finish, and the gallant little 
Terah, with a whirlwind run through 
the stretch, got up in time to win irom 
Direct and Lady Esther. The victory 
was a very popular one, as Mr. Bren­
nan’s horse was favorite, and his style 
of winning races is sensational. The 
Waterloo is a valuable race, and on this 
occasion it was worth $1,460 to the first 
horse.

Nat Ray rode his own horse, Byzan­
tine, over the steeplechase course of 
two and a half miles, and earned $1.530 
amid thunderous applause. Kara, Steve 
Lane and Pagan Bey were the horses 
ho had to beat. The last named fell 
with Jockey Archibald, but the others 
had Byzantine doing his best. Jockey 
Simpson, on Steve Lane, made a claim 
of crossing against Byzantine, but it 
was not allowed.

The other races were overnight events. 
The success of J. J. Walsh’s Sir Edward 
in the opening division of the sprint 
gave Trainer John R. Walker his first 
opportunity of the meeting to lead a 
winner into the unsaddling paddock. Sir 
Edward was a hot favorite, and did bet­
ter bv his supporters than Bellwether, 
the choice in the other section. The 
last named quit when Joseph Doane's 
Plaudmore collared him in the stretch, 
and Cooney K. also beat him home.

From the Toronto Globe: The Idea that

need to be protected against the raids of the 
bookmaker on the earnings of the aforesaid 
simple backers Is only one of many delusions 
fervently held by those who know little of 
the turf ot its workings.

A well-informed and tong-experiendeed lay­
er of odds, who operated at Woodbine, said 
to the Globe yesterday:-"! believe I am well 
within the mark when 1 say that tne ring 
cult the Woodbine meeting *200.000 loser. 
Forty-nine per cent, of the public choice*, 
landed the money, and you know what that 
means to the bookmakers. In all, at differ­
ent times during the meeting some 140 dif­
ferent people laid the odds. It wound up 
with only 40 ot them doing business on the 
la*t day, and I know some of these who 
wcie financially distressed at the finish.

"Myself, I lost *3,400 In the two weeks, 
and on Saturday my book showed a winning 
on only one race of the seven. That was the 
last race of the meeting. I have no com­
plaint. though, nor any growl to register. 
You had good horses and clean races there, 
and when a man gets an even break he has 
no kick coming if he loses. When 1 back 
my experience and my judgment of the re­
lative abilities of horses against the exper­
ience and Judgment of another man I am 
willing to abide by whatever result is fairly 
brought about.

The largest winning s4ngle bet of the 
meeting was probably that which a Toronto 
citizen put on Mrs. Livingston’s Nod, on the 
first Friday of the meeting. As he stood 
undecided in front ot a bookmaker, Sam 
Frank, fingering a bill of unknown denomin­
ation. Frank said, ‘Come on, be a «port and 
bet It all. What do you want to back?”

“The citizen wanted to beck Nod and the 
bill was a fifty. Frank took It and gave 
him a ticket calling for *1,600 to *60, the price 
being 30 to 1. When Nod rolled home the 
backer collected *1,560, and on Saturday night 
Frank discharged his crew and returned to 
New York, having left *1,900 altogether ot 
good American money in Toronto.
