The compasition of the Legislative Coun-
cil of Upper Cannda is beginning to excite
the attention of the Constitutional press of
that Province. The discussion cannot be
considered as premature, if the facts detailed
in the extracts we this day make from the
Toronto Courier, which ruus no risk of being
considered revolutionary, be duly weighed.

The Courier states that the different class-
es of the population are not fairly represented
in the Council ; for instance, that there are
nearly four times more Scotch members than
English or Irish or American, the former be-
ing to any of the latter as 11103. For our
part, we protest against national origin being
made in any way a qualification or disquali-
fication for political offices or honours. It
is an element that among such a population as
exists in Upper Casada should not be allow-
ed to have the smallest weight, and should
as much as powsible be buried in oblivion.—
Amalgamation among the various races thére
is practicable, 4nd will speedily be effected,
if the seeds 'of :disunion be not fustered by
the iacidental differences of origin being kept
alive, or by ill-judged favouritism on the part
of government towards any one religious sect
more than another.  In choosing animals,
such as dogs, horses, &c. for particular pur-
poses, it ‘is important to be made sequaint-
ed with their breeding, or the stock they are
from, that we_ may judge of their adaptation
to our wants.
