It is supposed the capsizing of the British
naval trai ship Eurydice off the Isle of
Wight was due to the suddenmess with
which the squall overtook the ship, and
the fact that its entire force fell on the full
spread of her canvas. As the Eurydice
was completely close in shore, a danger-
ous gust would give probably no warning.
The disposition of her guns, stores, or
otherdead weight, may have given a lever-
age to the force of the wind. The Eurydice
had been on a practice cruise to the West In-
dies, whence she had been for some days ex-
pected at Portsmouth. She had a smart
crew of from two to over three hundred.
Only five persons, including Lieut. Tabor,
were rescued after they had been an hour
'in the water. Three of these are dead, so
the only survivors are Benjamin Cuddi'ord,
able seaman, and Sidney = Fletcher, first-
2lass :{ Cuddiford says :—Over three
b were aboard, all of whom except
myself and -Fletcher were, believe, lost.
I was one of the last omn the ship. - Captai
Hare was near me when she went down,
and she carried with her a
namber clinging to her or drawn down 1n
the vortex. A man near me said a vessel
was close by when the squall came on, and,
therefore, they were sureto be picked up.
Being a first-rate swimmer, many of
my comrades cried to me for help.

stitch of canvas. She sailed so close to
shore that the cordage of the rigging was
visible. Suddenly sleet descended, and
when the storm lifted only the schooner
Joyering her boats could be seen. .

below and heard noise on deck. Rushing
up he found the vessel on her side, sinking.
EFe seized a life buoy and jumped over-
board. He had been in the water scarcely
a minute, when the vessel lurched forward
and sank drawing him down such a dis-
tance that he gave himself up for lost, but
the life buoy drew him. to the surface.
The vessel lies with her masts visible.

It is stated that there is no doubt the
Eurydice was carrying too much sail. It
is  feared with the men embarked at Ber-
muda and probably from Admiral Keys’
squadron, the Eurydice had nearly four
hundred on board.
