Home Industry.

In discussions of our tariff
laws many very foolish conten-
tions are advanced by opponents
of the Federal Government. The
tariff is too important a question
to be dealt with in the inconse-
quent, untenable fashivn so, fre-
quently indulged in by the oppo-
nents of the Government, with no
other view than the hope of mak-
ing a little political eapital. The
essential features of  the tariff
should be the produtticn of re-
venue and the protedtion and ex~|
pansion of home industry. That
the present, unrevised, Canadian
tariff is successful in phis respect
there is abundant evidénce. Pages
tould be fillled with testimony to
prove this point. - But, for the
present, it will suffite to quote
some statements from American
writers on the matter.

A Mr. Sclater, én eminent
American authority on tariff mat-
tars, recently contributed to the
public press an article in which
he 8ays, :;mong other things, that
during the year 1919 more than
two bundred American manufac-
turers erected or leased manu-
faeturing buildings jin Canada.
These new industries supplement-
ed a large number of American
plants previously established in
the Dominion. In the course of
his article he says :

“ These manufacturers estab-
lished thémselves in‘Canads, first,
to escape the Canadian tariff, and, |
secondly, to take advantage of
the preferential treatment given
by other parts of the British Em-
pire on goods originatig within|
the boundaries. of the British
Commonwealth. Today the An-
erican manufacturer who-has any
large volunie of business in Can-
ada;, must - establish himself - in
Canada to hold that business. The
instinct of ﬁnct‘xlcial preservation
is foreing Cnnﬁdi\to do her ut-
most to " eurtail puxchases in the
United States, and $o Ynake within
her own ' borders th /thiugs
which her people need. In this
way only can she hope to reha-
bilitate her credit in the- United
States and to reduce the volume
of the war debt.”

The language here quoted con-
veys some idea of how disastrous
to this country would be a lower-
ing of the tariff barriers between
us and the Republic tothe South
of us. Long lists are available,
on the best of authority, of the
multiplicity of articles manufac-
tured in Canada by American
firms. it % g
‘Mr. F, W. Field, Trade Com-
missioner, of Toronto, shows that
a revision in April, 1919, of data
relative to American industrial
concerns operating in Canada, pro-
ved there were 388 manufactur-
ing works in this country, which
are connected with similar indus-
tries in the United States. The
total investment was estimated at
$264,939,592. The new Ameri-
can industries which located ir
Canada in 1920, bfing the total
of such concerns to well over 500,
and the aggregate capital up to
$340,000,000.

Surely it must ' require con-
siderable temerity to assert that a
tariff system which produces such

substantial results is bad for Can-
ada. The amount of employ-
ment afforded to- Canadian work-
men by these new.-enterprises is
enormous, and i6 -is steadily in-
creasing. The benefits of our sys-
tems of moderate protection are
thus demonstrated without resort
to academic theory. 'The tariff is
forcing foreign capital to 'invest|
