BACK FROM NORTH COUNTRY.
J. A. Myers, late of Sutton West. 

Ontario, came to the city on Wednes­
day night from Peace River country, 
where he has been for the past seven 
weeks. Mr. Myers left Edmonton on 
November 26th last, for the purpose 
of locating some scrip that he had 
purchased. He took with him Wm. 
Crackles as teamster, and the two 
drove nearly 600 miles over excellent 
winter roads. The scrip was located 
on 14 sections between Saskatoon 
Lake and Beaver Lodge Creek.

ENDORSE LABOR LEGISLATION.

Jos. N. Meir, of .Cardiff, Alta., record­
ing secretary of Local Union, No. 2378, 
United Mine Workers of America writes 
to the Bulletin that at a meeting held 
on Jan. 13th. it was resolved that the ac­
tion of the Alberta government of legis­
lating and putting into force the Work­
man's Compensation Act, be unanimous­
ly endorsed. The miners regard this Act 
as good legislation as it was enacted for 
the welfare and protection of the work­
ing classes. The Workman’s Compensa­
tion Act has the hearty approval of every 
member of the miners' union aforemen­
tioned.

Mr. Wier further says that the state­
ment made by certain men who formed 
a delegation to1 interview the government 
recently to try and repeal the Compen­
sation Act, to the effect that the said 
act will cause discrimination against 
married men is absurd in the extreme, 
and the members of the above union re­
spectfully request the Alberta govern­
ment to treat these men and their mis 
leading statement with the contempt 
they so richly deserve.

After waiting for five years for the 

return of his two sons, who had pene­
trated the northern wilds on a pros­
pecting trip, Murdock McLeod receiv­
ed his first word of them on Wednes­
day evening last, when a copy of the 
Edmonton Bulletin was delivered at 
his home, containing an account of 
the finding oi the skeletons of his 
sons about 90 miles up the Nahanni 
river, in northern British Columbia. 
This dashed the last hope of the fath­
er that his sons might be alive and 
well in some distant part of the 
country.

Seen by a Bulletin representative 
Thursday at his little store on Kin- 
istino avenue, Mr. McLeod told the 
story of the last tri)> his sons took 
and of their complete disappearance. 
He does not doubt the report but feels 
that it is only too true. His son, 
Charles, who found the remains, has 
lived all his life on the frontier, and 
would not easily be fooled in a case 
like this.

For a 
time he was very favorably impressed 
with the possibilities of Cooking Lake 
to the southeast of Edmonton ,but 
later h ediscovered a much better 
source of supply.

Mr. Gray’s present idea is to pipe 
the water to the city from Pigeon 
Lake. This source of supply,- where 
the purest water can be obtained, is 
located almost due west of Wetaski­
win, and about 25 miles from that 
place. It will require a pipe line of 
about 40 miles to bring the water to 
the city.

In 1904 Frank decided to invest all 
his savings in an outfit and prospect 
for gold. He left Edmonton in Janu­
ary, just about live years ago, accom­
panied by his younger brother Willie. 
The boys went west to Vancouver, up 
the coast to the Skeena river, thence 
inland by way of Telegraph Greek to 
Fort Simpson. Some parties of In­
dians, whom they met on the way, 
told them that there was gold to be 
found up the Nahanni river, so they 
decided to prospect in that direction. 
It had been arranged that Willie 
should stay at. Fort Simpson that win­
ter and Frank and Charlie go on. 
Charlie, however, was transferred by 
the Hudson’s Bay company from 
Simpson to tort Nelson, and Willie 
and Frank both decided to go pros­
pecting.

While at Simpson they met another 
mgn, Robert Weir, a young Scotch- 
man4 and he decided to go with them. 
Accordingly, they left Fort Simpson 
in the fall of 1904 and were never 
heard of since.

Has Appearance of Murder.
“Something happened to them,” 

said their father. “The boys had liv­
ed the greater part of their lives in 
that country. They were good pros- 
pectors and careful travellers. At 
most they were not more than three 
days’ travel from Fort Liard and had 
tt been sickness X should think one 
of them could have reached Liard. 
No, 1 do not think the Indians made 
away with them. There are only a 
lew Nahanni Indians living there and 
they are very friendly. The boys had 
always lived among them and could 
speak their language. Besides, if an 
Indian killed a white man some word 
about it would have reached us for 
the Indians cannot keep anything 
like that quiet.

It is possible that they may have 
been killed by some miners or pros­
pectors travelling through that coun­
try. It is strange, though, why some 
trace was not found of Weir. He
