vield the hammer with which Die’ 
vas killed. Mrs. Dietz is a larg; 
•owerfully built woman.

So far es is known there is no ev’ 
enee to connect Nürnberg with an 

fiiysical acticu in the murder. Mr 
"urnberg stated before the coroner'? 
ury. and will probably give the sang 
estimony at the trial, that she occu- 
ied the same room with her hus 

-and throughout the night on whic 
're murder was committed.
