
The New York TimeTsays: We 
would all like to see Rome the capital 
of Italy—firstly because it would be 
an extension of eivil liberty, and 
aeooi^ly, because it would give that 
unity to the new Kingdom without 
which it muet continue to have a pre­
carious existence. We Ib^ve out the 
lehgious aspect of the matter, because 
we really fail to see that it would ne- 
cesearily have Soy very tremendous 
effect upon the interests of the Catho­
lic faith. There are two qr three ex­
treme views, or points of view, on this 
part of the business. There are Pro- 

r testants who imagine that the taking 
of Rome from the Pope would shatter 
the entire Catholic system, and that 
it would be the beginning of the des­
truction of the “ Man of Sin ” foretold 
in revelation. On the other extreme, 
there are Ultramatic Catholics who 
entertain views that really amount to 
very much the same thing. They 
believe that the destruction of the 
Temporal Power would not only be a 
blow at the authority and indepen­
dence of the Head of the Church, but 
that it woujd be an undermining of 
the Church itself. In fact, with them 
the doctrine of the Temporal Power 
partakes of the nature of a fundamen­
tal religious dogma, and if it be invali 
dated or overthrown the entire fabric 
of faith is shaken. There is, however 
another party in the Catholic Church, 
embracing a number of Liberal Pre­
lates and Priests, and all the Liberal 
Lay adherents of Catholicity, who 
look on the Temporal Power as some­
thing necessary neither to the Pope 
nor the Church, and who would very 
willingly see His Holiness existing, 
not as a Sovereign of Rome, but as 
spiritual Pontiff of the Catholic world. 
They claim that a form of faith which 
they claim to have existed long before 
the Bishops of Rome were Sovereigns 
of Rome, would -be adversely affected 
if the Sovereign were again reduced to 
his primitive condition of Bishop. 
They deny that the sway which the 
great moving ideas of Catholicity have 
over the minds of hundreds of millions 
of the human race, would be destroyed 
or even weakened by an incident of 
such trivial import as that of depriv­
ing the Pope of the government of a
city and a few circumjacent leagues 
of land.
