The Armenian subjects of the Sul-
who have been plundered and
murdered by the thousand during the
past few months, are civilized. They
are naturally & peaceable people.
Their ancient seats were at the head-
waters of the Buphrates, Tigris and
Aras. But parntly through persecu-
tion in the seventh century and part-
ly through desire to better their con-

dition, many thousands of the race
migrated to Persia, Russia, Austria
and neighboring countries, where
they won for themselves a high stand-
ing. In the last Russo-Turkish war
three of the leading Russian generals

tan,

were Armenians. But a large number
—probably mnearly 2,000,000—have re-
mained in the old fatherland round the|
noted Van Lake, and on the plateaus
and elevated valleys which stretch
westward from Mount Ararat to Er-
zeroum. Here they have sincerely de-
sired to live in peace. But under ex-
isting conditions that has been de-
nied them. - The robber Kurks roam
in the mountains during the summer,
and when winter comes they visit the
Armenian villages in hordes, stealing
cattle, sheep and everything move-
able, murdering the men who resist
them, and carrying the women off to
the mountain fastnesses, to a fate
horrible to contemplate. Resistance is
almost impossible, as the Turkish Gov-
ernment deprives the peasantry of all
weapons, and even appoints as rulers
over them men who do not scruple to
shield the marauders if they will share
the spoils with them. Moreover, the
Armenian Christians are taxed almost
beyond endurance by Turkish officials,
who are not contented with merely
collecting from the people the money
which the autocratic Suitan demands,
but take from the populace every cent
which it is possible to squeeze out of
them. '‘When the people protest or
show signs of unrest, they are answer-
ed by the bullets of the fanatical Mos-
lem goldiers of the Sultan, whose
Prime Minister is reported to have
said some time ago, when asked to
prevent the massacres of the Chris-
tian population, “The way to get rid
of the Armenian question is to get
rid of the Armenians.” In accordance
with the policy thus brutally and

frankly stated, many thousands of Ar-
menians have been butchered during |
the last few months, innocent men
have been imprisoned and tortured in|
loathsome dungeons till they perished,
women and children have been ab-
ducted, churches have been burned
down and depleted, and vast districts|
have been plundered and valuable
property that could not be removed
committed to the flames.

In earlier ages, insurrection against
a power which tolerated outrages of
this desciption had some chance of
succeeding; but in these days of dead-!
ly firearms, Maxim guns and kindred
equipment, the stricken peasants are
powerless to resist the attacks of their
oppressoys, often directly counlten-
anced or winked at by the central au-
thorities—even by the Sultan himself.
The teaching of the Moslem, indeed, !
is fanatical: he is taught 4to believe
that it is a deed of the highest merit
to assassinate a Christian, or to treat!
with treachery and ferocity all who do
not embrace the faith of the prophet.
Hundreds or Christians have suffered
martyrdom in Armenia in the last few
weeks.
