The report states that the sewers 
contain from 2 to 4 inches of sedi- 
ment in the bottom of the pipes, and 
in some places it is as thick as 12 
inches. This sediment is mostly hard 
clay, and defies all efforts at removal

The sewer on 
Victoria street, east of Richmond, is 
blocked up within a couple of inches 
from the top of the tile, and it will 
have to be torn up in order to be 
cleaned out. The cause of this 
blocking up is thought to come from 
the fact that there are so many catch 
basins and dead ends connected with 
the sewer mains and no proper means 
of flushing the sewers.

Engineer Wright thinks that the 
mains can be properly cleaned by 
means of a large cane brush made 
especially for the purpose, and recom- 
mended that the work be done 1m- 
mediately, as the health of the city 
largely depends upon it. He also 
recommended that 21-inch mains or 
flush tanks be placed in each man- 
hole, so that the sewers can be 
flushed regularly every month or so.

Carling's creek is also in an insan- 
itary condition, but this matter was 
left over for the board of health to 
take up, as they have been looking af- 
ter it for the past few years.

Wants Macadam Road.
Frederick Biggs, a property-owner 

on Cabell street, appeared before the 
committee to find out what action had 
been taken in the matter of laying a 
macadam road on Cabell street.

Engineer Wright's report on the 
matter was read, and it stated that 
the roadway would not benefit the 
property-owners who did not want it, 
and that if the other two property- 
owners wanted it they should pay for 
it, and could afterwards appeal to the 
court of revision. He recommended, 
though, that the road be put down by 
the city without any expense to the 
Cabell street property-owners. The 
matter will be put before the council, 
and No. 2 committee will recommend 
that the engineer's plan be carried 
out.
