Thomas Gillean, • lifelong resident 

of London and for many years a well- 
known jewler in the city, died last 
night after an illness of only a few 
days from pneumonia. He was the| 
fourth son of James Gillean, who for| 
a long time was connected with The 
Advertiser, and who at one time kept 
a bookstore on Dundas street. The 
late Mr. Gillean's father was a promi­
nent member and an usher of St. An­
drew's Church, and the son remained 
a member.of the same church all his 
life.

Thomas Gillean was born in London 
about 64 years ago. He was edu­
cated in the common schools of the 
city, and after leaving school learned 
the jewelry trade, later entering busi­
ness for himself. As a boy and young 
man, he and his brothers, of whom 
there were five, were all keenly inter­
ested in athletic sports, and Thomas 
was a baseball and cricket player of 
considerable renown. He was a mem­
ber of the Snake Island Club, which 
numbered among its members at one 
time or another most of the prominent 
men of London.

The late Mr. Gillean married Emily 
Ward, a daughter of the late John 
Ward, and a sister of William Ward, 
the well-known cigar manufacturer 
There were no children of this union. 
Mr. Gillean’s father and mother both 
lived to extreme old age, and his 
death is the first break in the family 
since their death. The four brothers 
who survive (there were no sisters) 
are: William of Montreal, John of the 
Grand Trunk Railway staff in this 
city, who also, unfortunately, is ill at 
the present time: James and Alexander.

The funeral will be held on Friday at 
2 o’clock from his residence, 417 Duf­
ferin avenue, to Mount Pleasant Ceme­
tery.

A fifty-dollar increase for public 
school janitors was recommended by 
No. 2 committee of the board of edu­
cation Tuesday afternoon. This brings 
the highest monthly wage to $116. Last 
year the janitors received an increase 
of ten per cent, followed by another 
similar increase. They were given a 
further increase of $50 and an addi­
tional $50 has now been recommended.

It is expected that this will be ac­
ceptable to them. There has been con- 
siderable dissatisfaction and several 
janitors have left. Night work was 
one of their grievances, and the com­
mittee will recommend that in future 
they be paid $2 for each night they 
work, instead of $1.

Mothers’ Clubs asked the use of Ches­
ley Avenue School every Tuesday night 
for home nursing classes. This was left 
with the chairman of the board and the 
chairman of the committee. Provision 
of janitor’s services, lighting and heat­
ing are some of the obstacles in the 
way of granting this request. The coal 
supply of the school is barely sufficient 
for the winter. School Inspector C. B. 
Edwards suggested that the grates in 
the kindergarten rooms could be light­
ed. This would provide sufficient heat 
without heating the whole building.

The committee will recommend that 
the Grand Avenue, Cheapside and Rich­
mond Street North School properties be 
advertised for sale. The Grand avenus 
property is assessed for $4.240. It is 
suggested that a street could be put 
through here and the property cut up 
for building lots. The Cheapside School 
property, 100x132 feet is valued at 
$1,400, while the building on it is valued 
at $2,000. Richmond street north prop­
erty is 195x241 feet, and is valued at 
$6.860. The building is valued at $3,000. 
It is suggested that these buildings 
could be torn down, and the material 
used in the building program of the 
board this year.

Members of the committee stated em- 
phatically that Colborne Street South 
School will not he closed. In fact, it is 
planned to spend a considerable amount 
of money in improving this building. 
A rumor was current in that district 
that the school would be closed

LOTS OF BARGAINS 
OFFERED RY STORES

ON BIG DOLLAR DAY
Health Reports Show There Were Then 

Ten Cases.

The board of health weekly reports 
from December 13 to January 31 have 
been received, and show that it was not 
until the last week in January that any 
cases of influenza were reported. Dur­
ing the last week of the year Dr. W. 
S. Downham, medical officer of health, 
was notified of ten cases of flu in the 
city.

Mumps showed up every week ex­
cept the first seven days in January 
as the king pin in communicable dis­
eases. On December 20 there were 29 
cases reported. while on January 3 
there were hut three. A week later the 
total was swelled to 35. but gradually 
diminished until at the end of the month 
there were but ten cases of mumps 
reported.

Diphtheria cases averaged from five 
on December 13 to eleven on January 
17. back to nine at the end of the 
month. There were three cases of 
chickenpox on December 13 and ten on 
January 31. There were two cases of 
smallpox in the city on the last day 
of the year, and four of scarlet fever, 
as well as five cases of pneumonia.

Another attempt to build up the south 
bank of the Thames opposite Victoria 
Hospital may be made this year. An 
effort to do this last year by dumping 
ashes from the incinerator there was 
prevented by one property-owner, who 
refused to permit hauling the material 
through his property.

As a consequence all the ashes from 
the incinerator have been piled on the 
north bank of the river. This has had 
the natural result of making the river 
change its course, and it now said to 
have risen sixteen to seventeen feet on 
th south bank, compared to its original 
level.
