ment last night on the Dardanelles 
operations.

“In face of continual opposition the 
allied troops have now established 
themselves across end of Gallipoli Pen­
insula from point northeast of Eski 
Hisarlik to Mouth of stream on op- • 
posite side.”

Paris, April 29—Communication 
from the Ministry of Marine reciting 
torpedoing of French cruiser Leon 
Gambetta was given out in the after­
noon as follows.

“Armored cruiser Leon Gambetta, 
cruising at entrance of Otranto canal 
was torpedoe d night of April 26-27, 
and went down in ten minutes.”

“All officers on board perished at 
their posts. One hundred and thirty 
six members of crew, including eleven 
under officers were rescued by vessels 
sent out promptly to their help by Ita’- 
ian authoritis.”

A Vienna official communication has 
been issued here. “Submarine U-5 
commanded by Lieutenant George 
Ritter Von Trapp torpedoed and sank 
French cruiser Leon Gambetta in 
Ionian Sea.”

Ottawa,' April 28th.—Another long 
list of casualties among Canadian of­
ficers came in tonight at militia head- 
quarters. Four officers are killed, viz: 
—Capt. J. W. McGregor, (Victoria), 
Lieuts. F. R. Midland and W. P. D. 
Jarvis of Toronto and Lieut. George M. 
Williamson of Montreal.

Thirteen officers are reported wound­
ed, four are from Toronto, the rest 
principally fom Montreal and Victoria.

Seven officers are reported “Wound­
ed and missing” and seven “missing” 
with Toronto and Montreal suffering 
most heavily.

The report of missing officers lends 
additional color to the belief that at 
least a portion of the Canadians are 
now prisoners.

Moncton, April 28th—About 5 o’­
clock this morning, while running at 
the usual rate of speed, along the 
North Shore, No. 33 northbound Mari­
time Express, locomotive 445, in 
charge of Engineer John Stewart, 
Cameron Street, had a narrow escape 
from a bad spill when an express re­
frigerator car next the engine jumped 
the track, ripping up the sleepers for 
a considerable distance and piling it­
self across the track in such a way 
as to block the main line for over four 
hours. Fortunately the engineer suc­
ceeded in bringing the express to a 
standstill before any more cars were 
derailed and consequently, no one was 
injured.

The Maritime had had bad luck 
right from the first start of the run 
from Halifax, having been delayed 
five hours at Grand Lake, N. S., by 
an accident to the local train. It was 
2.30 this morning before the express 
got away from Moncton and she was 
running five hours late at the time of 
the spill at Red Pine.
