REMOVE EXEMPTIONS,

Now that the political atmosphere has
become calmed by the re-instalment of Mr,
Mowat, with a fair working majority, we
hope to see the government display some
energy in the way of introducing reforms.
The first question to which they should de-
vote themselves is undoubtedly the question
of exemptions, The abolition of exempted
property is undoubtedly bound to come,
and at no remote date, Equality in bearing
the public {ax is but a matter of justice.
Exemption is a privilege which cauces dis-
satisfaction among those whom it affects ad-
versely ; and those on the other hand who
are benefitted by the privilege ought not,
dare not, raise'a howl, because they are at
length placed in the ssme category as the
public at large, The feeling on this ques-
tion is stronger than the premier is aware
of, and if he does not see fit to take it iu
hand, perhaps the leader of the opposition
may find in it & means of turning the party
scales, the lighter balance of which does not
need an over-heavy weight to make it the
heavier,

WOMEN NOT ADMITTED.

While the admission of women to privi-
leges heretofore enjoyed by men only is be-
coming’a question of the day in Toronto,
a New York college has just decided that
female students cannot be admitted to its
studies, 1t appears that the trustees of
Columbia college at their meeting in Feb-
ruary received from the association for pro-
woting the higher education of women in
New York a petition which stated that the
present state of public opinion, both here
and abroad, favored admitting women to
the same educational advantages as men,
cited the recent action of the universities of
Cambridge and Loodon, and requested the
trustees to extend to properly qualified

. women the advantages of Columbia college
by admitting them to. lectures aud
examinations, The petition was
signed by about 1400 persons, in-
cluding President Arthur, General Grant,
Peter Cooper, Cyrus W, Field, Edmund
C, Stedman, John Jay, George William
Curtis, many principals and tgachers in
schools for young ladies, and many promi-
nent ladies and gentlemen of New York
and Brooklyn. Hamilton Fish, the presi-
dent of the board of trustees, appointed a
spacial committee, to which the report was
referred, The committce submitted a re-
port stating that it was inexpedient to ad-

mit women into the regular classes with |

young men; it declared that the council
was not in a financial condition to warrant
it in expending sufficient money to found
a school where they might be taught by the
college faculty. But it was suggested that
a course of study should be planned which
women might pursue outside of the col-
lege, On this course they might be «x-
amived by the college faculty, and they
would receive a testimonial or diploma from
the coliege if they passed satisfactory ex-
aminations,

[he disclosure made by ‘this report of
the condition of the college finances will cer-
tainly surprise the conmunity at large, It
has been a matter of common belief that the
resources of the institution were amply suf-
ficient for its meeds. But now Columbia
nppears as burdened with an enormong debt
justead of enormous wealth, and as finding
her endowment insufficient for the progress
which she desires to make, She has no
money, it seems, with which to provide for
the instruction of women, Pluns are in
- hand, it is state], to extend the work of the
college, and the wealthy and intelligent citi-
peun of New York are to be appealed to for
wid in making it all that those who govern
5t degire it to be, But these plans
do mot include any provision for
giving women an equal share in its privi-
Jeges, The sigoers of the petition are told
that if they desire to found a school for the
education of women a8 a part of the wniver-
sity, but “‘entirely detached from its cxis!
ing departments,” the trustees will ‘‘car
fully consider how best to develop the
growth of so interesting a foundation.” No
one will accuse the board of excessive rash-
pess in that concession, Let us see then
Just what Columhiz is willing to do for
women., The report adopted outlines a
plan of which theke are the chief features:

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TAE DANGERS OF PRIVATE BANKING,

Not a bit too soon has the government
decided that this very session certain whole-

In the latter case distress spreads through-
out a wide circle of connections, and the
mischief done reaches far and lasts long,
Take s & case in puint the failure of the
Mahon private banking cobcern, the «x-
tended results of which are but beginning
to appear. In consequence of that failure,
80 it is just announced, Messrs, Jackson &
Co., and the Globs Lightning-rod company
have both to ¢all their creditors : fo-
gether, We. see -at. a glance that
the effects of such a failure are
far more extensive snd more aggravated
than those of one to the ssme amount
in ordinary business, One is a financial
failure, the other is t financial failure; and
the mischief done by the latter is far greater
than the mischief done by the former, for
the ssme amount of aggregate loss, It is,
therefore, a good thing for the country that
we have a finance minister who recognizes
all this and is not afraid to interfere in the
public interest. In his effort to stamp out
a great and growing evil he should have the
cordial support of men of both parties ; and
this it is to be hoped he will receive. = Now
let party spirit stand aside, and let our re.
presentatives vote altogether for the good of
the country,
