He found that the walls of the flues were
only four inches thick, whereas the plans
showed nine inches. The contractor has
since made the walls the proper thickness
and now cpnsiders them quitg safe.  The
engineer then refers to the want of fire
in the building, and advocates
the use of the Babcock fire extinguisher,
also connection with the Newmarket fire
system, His report also draws attention to
the heating,and says that while the furnaces
proved themselves quite capable of
heating the building there should be a
better class of coal usedfand storm windows
placed on the building,
the absence of closets in the building.
