S1Z8, APPEARANCE AND QUALITY.

As to size and fine appearance there
is but one side to the subject. It
would be difficult to selegt one hun-
dred varieties from all_other parts of
the world that would compare favor-
ably in size and high coloring with a
like number of kinds selected from
the Russian list, provided always that
the fruit of the latter is grown under
conditions favorable to its perfect
development. Our Duchess, when
grown at Washington or in Missouri,
degeneratés in size and . becomes
blotched and imperfect in’its coloting.
As grown in northern lowa,the Duchess
is a thing of rare perfection and beauty,
which cannot be duplicated even in
Southern fowa. So far as tested, all of
these varieties attain tbeir highest
perfection under the regime of rigid|
northern winters, both in size and
quality. ; .

As grown at the North, the auality
of these frujts has surpassed expecta-
tion. Many of the varieties bave fruit-
ed at Washington, but we can only
judge of their real character from the
few fruited at the North. One of the
earliest in the season fruited north is the
Yellow Transparent. This proves much
like our old Yellow Harvest in size,
appearance and quality. One of the
latest in season is the Borsdorf, which
is described as being much like Peck's

in precisely the same way that these
varieties were adapted to the great
Rlussian steppes.

In tracing their origin we musat go
away back to the mediwval ages, when
the overland commerce of Northern
Europe with China was spoken of and
recorded as the trade with ‘Far Ca-
thay.! Six hundred years ago Marco
Polo visited this mysterious *Far
Cathay,! travelling the same route (even
then a very old one) which is used to
this day. This route runs from Astra-
chan, north of the Caspian, across the
plains to the mountain gap at Kan~suh,
and thence into North.western China.
“I'his far inteior Chinese Province of
Shen-se has a climate ‘of peculiar ex
tremes. Their summers are long, and
as hot as those of Italy. Their winters,
with a southerly wind, are mild and
even warm. Buta northern wind, to
which {hey are at any time subject,
Lrings them polar waves of cold, runs
ning the mercury down to from ten
to thirty degrees below zero.

A more trying climate on trees and
shrubas is scarcely to be found in the
world. So in the long ago Marco Polo
recorded that there was not a native
evergreen shrub in the whole province,
and it is the samgf to this day. But
