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~—The Bridgetown Board of Trade is mak-
ing » strong effort to induce the D. A, R. to
institute an early train service, on certain
days in the week, from Middleton, west to
Digby, to connect with the steamer for St.
John. Petitions are béing circulated in Law-
rencetown, Paradise, Round Hill and other
places along the route to strengthen the hands
of the Board of Trade in working for the es-
tablishment of this convenience. From Mid-
dleton, west, the greater part of Annapolis
county trade is with St. John, and the pre-
sent train arrangement is not calculated to
afford anything like the facility required in
the transportation of goods to and from that
market. Freight, for St. John, be it perish-
able or otherwise, has to be shipped frcm
this end of the county late in the afternoon,
and has to remain in Annapolis over night,
and freight from St. John coming to Anra-
polis by the suburban from Digby, has also
to stay at that point till the next morning,
when it is distributed by the early freight.
What the Board of Trade asks is that the
train now making the trips between Digby
and Annapolis be allowed to continue its
ran to Middleton and thus give a direct ser-
vice. There is every nced for such an ar-
rangement if the business of Western An-
napolis is to be properly developed and we
hope to see it in operation next summer.
The freight service as it now exists, offers no
inducements whatever for our farmers to
ship their produce to St. John, and our mer-
chunts, who purchase in that market, suffer
#:rious inconvenience in delayed delivery.
We believe the railway people have an-
nounced their willingness to meet the re-
quest of the board, if it can be shown that
new business enough will be gained to pay
the expenses of the service. A fair test is
probably the only way to determine this
point, but there is certainly much trade di-
verted from the railway to the direct, though
slower water route, on account of Annapolis
being maintained as a terminal point from
which freight has to be re-shipped, when the
proper terminus is Digby. Our Board of
Trade has taken a commendable stand in
this matter, and we look for satisfactory re-
sults to follow their efforts.

— The finding of the commission ;ppoinled
by the United States government to inquire
into the cause of the disaster to the warship
““ Maine,” will likely be made known this
week, and its publication will mark a crisis
in the relations between Spain and the
United States. If the commission decide
that the accident was caused by the explo-
sion of the munitions of war stored on board
ship, then the United States government
will be in duty bound to recognize and abide
by that decicion, no matter how the tide of
public sentiment may run. If, on the other
hand, it is found that the explosion was due
to an outside agency, then will the situation
be vesied with a new and terrible gravity.
{n event of the latter conclusion, President
McKinley has announced that Spain will,
whether the action is directly traceable to a
Spanish agency or not, be held responsible
for the loss of the ship, and called on for a
heavy indemnity. Anticipating such a sit-
nation, Spain has declared that she will not
indemnify the United States government for
the loes and is making such preparations as
she can to resist the demand. It isnot like-
ly that the matter will ever be brought be-
fore an arbitration court; if the United
States demands and Spain refuses there will
be war, and judging from the preparations
that are being made in America, it is highly
probable that the decision of the court of
enquiry has leaked out and that the demand
will be made. President McKinley and his
government have exhibited a coolness in a
trying situation that is being commended on
every hand, and their ability to grapple

with the more trying stages is not questioned.

—A few months ago our orchardists were
somewhat startled over the fact that the
San Joze scale had obtained a hold upon the
Ontario nurseries, and grave fears were en
tertained that the pest would be introduced
into the great frait belt of this province,
Prompt action on the part of Ontario govern-
ment has, however, resulted in mitigating
the danger for the present, and the federal
house is now engaged in framing legislation
to prevent the importation of United States
nursery stock, as a precautionary measure
against future trouble of the same kind.
The scourge has devastated thousands of the
finest orchards in the United States, and
that country has spent millions of dollars in
fruitless endeavors to exterminate the des-
troying pest. It was through imported nur-
sety stock that it was introduced into Canada;
and had not expert horticulturists quickly
discovered its existence, the fruit growers of
Canada would bave had a similar experience.
The reports from Oatario that the nurseries
in that province are now unaffected are en-
couraging, and Nova Scotia fruit growers,
even though they hardly realize the disaster
from which they have been saved, are under
great obligations to the governments that so
promptly caused the destruction of infested

orchards.

—There is evidence of the growth of a
hearty sentiment in favor of an Anglo-
American alliance in the United States. M,
Oluey’s recent utterances on the subject have
perhaps had a stronger effect than even he
calculated, or he may not be responsible in
any degree for the outbursts of enthusiasm
in the New York theatres where ** Ged Save
the Queen” is surg acd the Union Jack
cheered. His lead however hus been clotely
followed and he is credited wich delivering
the right argument, at the proper time, to
effect such a general change of attitude
among the people of his state toward the
British government. New York is the cer-
tre of jingeism in the Republic and from
that centre has always emanated a strong
anti-British sentiment., If the enemy’s
s:ronghold has now capitulated, the union of
thes2 two great English speaking nations has
aivanced from a mere possibility to astrong
probability, and the day muy not be far dis-
tant when they will stand firmly together in
advancing the peace and prosperity of the
world,

To the Editor of the Monitor :

I find there is some misunderstanding
among the ratepayers of the Town as to the
rate of taxation of $1.25 on the hundred
dollars, fixed by the Town Council for the
ensuing year,

I would ask those ratepayers who think
their taxes higher under incorporation than
formerly, to take into consideration, in the
first place, that our expenses the first year
are considerably higher than they will be in
subscquent years. For instance, the cost of
purchasing a set of town booke and seals is
considerable, and would not be incurred
again for-some time.

The expenses of two or more elections, in-
stead of one, is another extra item of expen-
diture; and so there are a number of small
items which come into the estimates for this
year which will not have to be provided
for again.

They must also remember that the Coun-
cil in this year’s estimates had to tax the
ratepayers for school purposes for eighteen
months instead of vwelve. The school year,
as fixed by statute, is from July until July,
and the town year is from January to Jan-
vary. In order to save complication in
book-keeping, the Council thought it wise to
make the school year and the town year the
same, and instead of levying a rate for school
purpoees for only sufficient to meet school
expenses from July last, (up to which time
we had paid our school taxes into the county
and from which time we were liable as a
separate school section) to July 1898, a fund
sufficient was placed in the estimates for
school purposes to carry on the schools up
to Dec. 31st, 1898. They will also bear in
mind in comparisons that our rate of $1.25
covers everything, including statute labor
tax.

The poll tax is regulated by the Act and is
outside of the authority of the Council alto-
gether. With the rate at $1 25 there is a
contingent fund of nearly $600 provided for,
and it is safe to predict that at the end of
1898 the Council will have a surplus instead
of a deficit, and that our taxes for 1899 will
be much less, H.” RuGGLES,
