itself rapidly. It “exacts an exorbi­
tant toll of life and misery and has an 
economic importance probably great­
er than any other single disease.” 
And, yet, it is very largely prevent 
able. Dr. Hattie says that last year 
in Nova Scotia the deaths occasioned 
by it were twenty-eight per cent lower 
than eight years before. This is en­
couraging, but it is not at all equal tc 
the improvement made In many places 
which In. some cities is reported to foe 
from forty to eighty-five per cent. The 
highest improvement just mentioned 
was in Toronto. The change for the 
better is the result of greater know­
ledge of the nature and causes of tin 
disease, and greater care in the use ol 
the means of prevention and cure 
For this greater knowledge and care 
we are indebted to the men who have 
made the matter the subject of patient 
and prolonged investigation and 
study.

The report from the Provincial San 
itorium in Kentville assures us that 
forty per cent of the patients treated 
have been quite restored, or sufficient 
ly well to be able to work. The en­
largement now being made in this in­
stitution will make room for a much 
larger number of patients.

Three principal fetors are employ­
ed in the treatment. First, there must 
be plenty of fresh air, air in motion, 
out-doors air. Second, plenty* of suit­
able, nourishing food. Third; plenty 
of rest. ,;i ,i % .
