£f1t THOMAS MORE.? ‘

Sir Thomas More, chanceliorof Eng-
Jand, was the sonof Sir J.hn “More,,
Jjudge of the King’s-beuch, and born in
London in 1480. s soon as he came
of age Le obtaired aseat in parliament,
where he oppused a subsidy gemanded
by Henry V1l with such force that it
was refused by the house. At the
accession of Henry V111, he was called
to tie bar, and in 1508 appointed judge
of the sheriff’s court, in London, which
was then a considerable post. By the
interest of Wolsey he obtained +»®
honor of knighthood, and a#i«ce in the
privy council. In 152U he was made
treasure> of the exchequer, and in 1523
chosen speasker of \he house of com-

wons, where he resisted a motion for

an oppressive subsidy, which gave
greal offence to caidinal Wolsey, Sir
Thonas was made chancellor in 1350,
snd by lus indefarigabie application in
that coffice there was in a short time
not a cause lelt undetermined, Nir
Thomus wrote several pieces agninst
the reformaticn, and cpistles to Eras-
mus and other learned wmen, The best
of his works is a kind of pelitical ro-
wance, entitiel, Utopia, which lias
bocn translated into English by Bishop
Buruet.
