THE CAMPAIGNS OF 1754-64.
Nvuuser VI.

The failura of the Expedition against Du
Quesne does not seem to have produced any
changa of the plan of caompaign, marked out
for Braddock by the Enghish ministry, on the
part of his successors, although the know
ledgoe that his papers and instructions had
passed into the hands of the French should
have been sufficient {o render some modifi-
cation necessary. At a Council held at Alex-
andria, in April, it had been decided that
Genera) Shirley shou.d direct the movement
against Niagars with his own regiment and
Sir Wm. Pepperell's, commanded by Colonel
Schuyler, and & detachment of Royal Artil.
lery who wero all to assembie at Uswego, on
Lake Gatario, at which Port some vessels
should be buil for the purpose of obtaining
command of the Lake..

On tha28th of June, 1755, the first English
vessel ever launched on Lake Ontario was
compieted ; she was n schoonor forty feet on
tho keel, carried twelve swivel guns, and
was made to row with fourteen oars when
nocessary. This expedition seems to have
been mismanaged from the moment of its
ircoptien, Shirloy appears to have beena
vain and incompetent man ; instead of start.
ing with his troops early in spring they did
notarriveat Albany till July. Justasovery
thing was in & fair way of preparation news
of Braddock’s defoat arrived, on which many
of the Colonial troops deserted and & great

number of tho Poyagenrswent home; & largo
quantity of stores had to be left behind and
Shirley did not atrive at Oswego till the 21st
of August.

Here the usunl confusion was apparent,
provisionsere scarce and the means of tran.
sport not completed ; a succession of acei.
dents, partly from mismanagement, partly
from tho clements, compelled the postpone.-
ment of tho expedition ; and Shirley, leaving
Colonel Mercer in command of a garrison of
700 men, vetired to Albany with the residue
of tho troops, having previously instructed
Mercer to crect two now Forts for the further
security of the place. The blunder made in
selecting Oswego a8 a base of operations had
a fatal effect on Braddock’s expedition, as it
disgusted the Tndians wvho Jooked on it as
neutral ground while it in no way furthored
thoe object of the campaign; in connection
with other real or fancied wrongs it was the
menns of depriving the expedition to Du
Quesne of the services and aid of the Red
men.

Next in order, but first in successful exe-
cution, was the expedition for the conquest
of Acadia; the force was raised in Massa-
chusetts, a province that in this gnd all pre-
vious contests appears to have been distin-
guished for the warlike character of its peo-
ple and the public spirit of its legislature.
The forces raised were commanded by Col,
Winslow, consisted of some 1500 provin.
cial troops, and were directed against Forts
Gaspereaux and Beau-Sojour, the former
situated on Bay Verte at the head of the
Gulf of Canso, the latter at the head of
Chigenucto Bay, an oxtension of the Bay of
Fundy, oneon the Eastern the other on the
Western shores of tho peninsula connecting
New Brunswick and Novs Scotia.

Arriving at their destination on Ist June,

-they wera joined by Colonel Mon kton and

300 regulars with a small train of artillery.

Ilaving captured some insignificant outposts
tho hesiegers invested Boau—Se%our on the
4th June, and on the 12th the feeble garrison
of 100 regular soldiers and 300 Acadians
capitulated, and Fort Gaspefeaux, garrison
ed by 20 soldiers and a few inhabitants, fol-
lowed suit. After s foew more unimportant
