by piety, wisdom and charity, by singleness of heart and earnest-
ness of spirit, to enkindle amongst us a more living godliness,
and to promote the extension, the purity, the unity and stability
of thy Church, to the glory of thy great Name, and the hastening
of the perfect kingdom of our blessed Redeemer, through Him,
who with thee and the Holy Spirit, liveth and reigneth one
