.. Out of the balance still available to the Committee,
it is agreed that £28, or one-third shall be paid to the
Parent Society, the present year in lieu of the fourth
ordinarily transmitted. This inceased grant has been
made in obedience to a circular to the several clergy
from the Lord Bishop of the Diocese; who has re-
quested from the several Parochial Committees the
one-half, instead of the one-fourth of monies raiSed ;—
but only for the present year, in consideration of the
peculiar circumstances of the Society, which have, from
unforeseen causes, become temporarily straitened,—
His Lordship, foreseeing the difficulty of compliance in
many instantes, from the existence of engagements on
the part of the Local Committees, which absolutely de~
manded a large portion of their funds, has not preferred
thls_as a claim, but ds a request ; and the Committee,
anxious to meet his Lordship’s wishes, have resolved
upon transmitting to the Parent Society the very utmost
which, after meeting engagements that cannot be set
aside, they have it in their power to advance.

The Committee have agreed to an assessment of £10
to meet the expenses of Travelling Missionary dut
during the current year ; a department of duty whic{
since the month of Névember last has chiefly been
performed, in a very zealous and disinterested manner
and at a great cost of labour and inconvenience, by the
Rev. Walton Beck, He has visited at regular periods
the townships of Seymour and Percy, during the ab-
sence of a resident clergyman ; and the townships of
Alnwick, Asphodel, Otonabee, and Dummer. These
latter townships, from incontrollable causes, have too
long been deprived of the ministrations of the Church;
but the visits of Mr. Beck have, it is believed, laid the
foundations of regular congregations at varions points,
and they will, it is hoped, render more easy the labours
of a Travelling Missionary expressly for the townships
north of the Rice Lake. so soon as such an appoints
ment can be made. This, we have every confidence,
will not be protracted beyond the period of the next
General Ordination. :

A considerable portion of the residue of the Funds in
the hands of the Committee must be applied, as usual,
to the payment of instalments on Building Society
Stock, and the anuual appropriation made for Prizeg
and other Sunday School expenses. ;

The Committee have to lament some diminution of
subscriptions, as compared with the contributions of
the preceding year ; in part to be accounted for by the
removal from the neighbourhiood of several gentlemen
whose places, as respects*donations to the Church So~
ciety, have not yet been supplied ; and partly from the-
heavy expense attendant on the enlargement, or come
