2. I Sectiont 14 delete the words "Part III of" in the Englh text, andi
replace the words "la partie III du" by the wotd "le" in the French

are acceptble td the Governmnent of Japan, andi that your Note and this i'éply
to the samei effeet, combineti with your Note to the Canadian Permanent
Representative iô the. Agency* and his reply whkch are atithentic ini English
andi French, shall constitWèe an Agreemeént between th Govenment of Jaan
the Govrmen of Caniada an the Itrnation~al Ato~mie Epery Agny
