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4. UNTAC will check the arms, ammunition and equipment handed
over to it against the lists referred to in paragraph 3. b) of
article I of this annex, in order to verify that all the arms,
ammunition and equipment in the possession of the Parties have
been placed under its custody.

Article IV
(-] n ant ent

The military component of UNTAC will supervise the
resupply of all forces of the Parties during the regroupment
and cantonment processes. Such resupply will be confined to
items of a non-lethal nature such as food, water, clothing and
medical supplies as well as provision of medical care.

Article V

1. In order to reinforce the objectives of a comprehensive
political settlement, minimize the risks of a return to
warfare, stabilize the security situation and build confidence
among the Parties to the conflict, all Parties agree to
undertake a phased and balanced process of demobilization of at
least 70 per cent of their military forces. This process shall
be undertaken in accordance with a detailed plan to be drawn
up by UNTAC on the basis of the information provided under
Article I of this annex and in consultation with the Parties.
It should be completed prior to the end of the process of
registration for the elections and on a date to be determined
by the Special Representative of the Secretary-General.
