Canada’s native groups partici-
pated in New Zealand’s celebration
of 150 years of nationhood and also
participated in the Commonwealth
Games ceremonies.

Canadian exports to Western
Europe reached $13.3 billion in 1989.
Canadian newsprint worth $100 million
was allowed to enter the European
Community duty-free as a result of
Canadian diplomatic initiatives.

In Eastern Europe, Canada worked
through the coordinating group of
24 nations (G-24) to alleviate economic
dislocation that could threaten reforms
in Central and Eastern Europe. A Task
Force on Hungary and Poland was
set up to support both the process of
democratization and economic change.
