Avataq’s documentation centre has assembled a
number of significant records of Inuit history and
culture, including a collection of historic photographs,
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a collection of over 500 oral history interviews with.
Inuit elders dating back to 1959, a library and
archives section, and a collection of over 1,200
original drawings by Kangirsuk artist Tuumasi Kudluk,
depicting traditional Inuit life and knowledge. The
Institute also publishes a cultural magazine called
Tumivut (meaning “Our Footsteps”) that appears
twice a year.
