To ail to, whom these Presents shall come,-GREETING:

A PROCLAMATION

W HEREAS We are desirous and resolved, as soon as may be, to meet Our
People of Our Dominion of Canada, and to have their advice in

Parliament.

We Do MAKE KNowN Our Royal Will and pleasure to eall a Parliament,
and to further declare that by the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, We
have this day given Orders for issuing Our WRITS in due form, for calling a
Parliament in Our said Dominion, which Writs are to bear date of the twenty-
seventh day of January, 1940, and to be returnable on the seventeenth day of
April, 1940.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereuuto affixed. WITNESS:
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Johin, Baron Tweedsmuir of Elsfield,
a Member of Our Most Honourable Privy Council, Knight Grand Cross
of Our Most Distiiiguihed Order of Saint Michael and Saint George,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Royal Victorian Order, Member of Our
Order of the Companions of Honour, Governor General and Commander-
in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.

AT OUa GOVERNMENT HOUSE, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our said Dominion,
this twenty-seventh day of January, in the year of Our Lord one
thousand fine hundred and forty and in the fourth year of Our Reign.
