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(The Minutes of Proceedings and Evidence accompany-
ing the said Report recorded as Appendix No. 52 to the
Journals).

Mr. Lang, seconded by Mr. Richardson, by leave of
the House, introduced Bill C-238, An Act to amend the
Canadian Wheat Board Act, which was read the first
time and ordered to be printed and ordered for a second
reading at the next sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governor General printed pursuant to Standing Order
62(2) in relation to the foregoing Bill is as follows:

His Excellency the Governor General recommends to
the House of Commons a measure to amend the Cana-
dian Wheat Board Act; to provide that the sum certain
to be paid for wheat is to be determined in respect of a
base grade as prescribed by regulation; to provide that
the amount payable to a producer in respect of wheat
may be fixed so as to reflecl guality within a grade; to
extend the application of the Act to flaxseed, rye and
rapeseed; and to provide for related and consequential
matters.

Pursuant to Standing Order 39(4), the following Ques-
tion was made an Order of the House for a Return:

No. 665—Mr. Fortin

1. During each of the past five years (a) what was
the production of plywood in Canada (b) what were
the exports of plywood (¢) what were the imports of
plywood (d) what were the custom duties on plywood?

2. Is the government considering the problems of the
plywood industry in general and more specifically those
of the Sogefor Company, and (a) if so, what solutions
have been or will be applied (b) if not, for what rea-
sons?—=Sessional Paper No. 283-2/665.

Mr. Jerome, Parliamentary Secretary to the President
of the Privy Council, presented,—Return to the fore-
going Order.

Ordered,—That there be laid before this House a copy
of the letter dated in March sent by Catalina Exploration

and Development Limited to the Prime Minister, and
the reply thereto.—(Notice of Motion for the Production
of Papers No. 206—Mr. McCleave).

Ordered,—That there be laid before this House a copy
of the information kits prepared by Information Canada
for all of its exhibits in the federal exhibit program.—
(Notice of Motion for the Production of Papers No. 209
—DMr. Mather).

The House resumed debate on the motion of Mr. Mac-
kasey, seconded by Mr. MacEachen,—That Bill C-229,
An Act respecting unemployment insurance in Canada,
be now read a second time and referred to the Standing
Committee on Labour, Manpower and Immigration.

After further debate, the question being put on the
said motion, it was agreed to.

Accordingly, the said bill was read the second time
and referred to the Standing Committee on Labour,
Manpower and Immigration.
