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1. Because the said amendments are contrary to one of the principal purposes of

f-he said Bill.

2. Because the said Bill appropriated public moneys for its purposes, and it is

the understood right of this House to direct and appoint in such a Bill the conditions,

limitations and qualifications required for its objects and purposes, and the said

amendments are contrary to the privileges of this House.
