GREAT WESTERN RAILWAY

Hon. Mr. Rose brought down a message
from His Excellency transmitting corres-
pondence and documents, relative to the
agreement made by the Government with
the Great Western Railway for the settle-
ment of the debt due the Government, which
matter His Excellency recommended to the
favourable consideration of the House.

THE RAILWAY COMMISSIONERS

Mr. Jenes (Leeds and Grenville Norih)
enguired, 1st, whether it is the intention of
the Government to allow the member for the
North riding of Norfolk to retain his seat in
this House as paid Commissioner of the In-
tercolonial Railroad, without re-election; 2nd
whether the Government has decided on the
amount of salary to be paid each Intercolonial
Railroad Commissioner, if so, what is the
amount? 3rd, whether the trips of the In-
tercolonial Railroad Commissioners to the
Maritime Provinces last fall were at the ex-
pense of the Dominion.

Sir John A. Macdonald said as to the 1st
question the Government had no power to
compel an hon. gentleman to resign his seat,
and had no intention of depriving him of
his office as Intercolonial Commissicner. The
answer to the 2nd question was that the
Government had not decided on the amount
of salary to be paid to Intercolonial Railroad
Commissioners. In reply to the 3rd question
