1. Yes, the Royville Post Office has been
closed, the establishment of rural mail
delivery in the district. having rendered
its further maintenance unnecessary.

2. No protest has been received.

Mr. MARCILE:

1. Has the Moose River post office, county of
Bagot, been permanently closed? If so, for
what reason?

2. Who recommended the closing of said post
office?

3. Does the Postmaster General know that
the closing of said post office is said to be de-
trimental to the inhabitants of this district?

Mr. CASGRAIN:
1. The Moose River Post Office has been
closed owing to the establishment of rural

mail delivery in the district, which rendered
the Post Office unnecessary.

2 and 3. The Post Office inspector reported
that the closing of this office would not in-
convenience any of the patrons, as all wouid
come within the scope of rural delivery.

Mr. MARCILE:

1. Has a rural mail service been established
in the parish of Ste. Christine, county of
Bagot, If so, when?

2. Were tenders called for said service? If
80, what are the names of the tenderers, and
the amount of each tender?

3. Who obtained the contract and was he the
lowest tenderer?

1. Yes, on the 20th January, 1915.

2 and 3. Tenders were invited. Only one
tender was received, that of Barthelemi
Bisaillon at $800 per annum. This tender
was considered too high and Mr. Bisaillon
agreed to reduce the amount to $775 which
was accepted.

1. Has the post office of the village of Emile-
ville, county of Bagot, been permanently closed?
