lrom the employers and employees throughout
Canada for unemployment insurance contri-
hutions frnm .Inly 1, 1941, when the act
beceme operative, te December 31, 1942.

2. The amount of S15,736,778.33 was the
government's contribution during this period,
Jnly 1, 1941, te December 31, 1942.

3. The total contributions for cmrdoyers
amouint te S37,768,267.99 and the total
contributions for employees amount te
$40,915,623.66.

4. The Unemployment Insurance Act pro-
vides that contributions shaîl be credited te a

J'P.XNI.Sr NATIONALS AND NATUIIALIZED JAPANESE

-IEPATRIATtON

Has tIhe goveroment taken any steps lu

negîotiatixîg fer thîe repatriation of the Japatiese
nationals or niaturalized Japanese?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Negotiations
îvith Japan through the pretecting power for the
excliange of Cenadian nationals in Japan and
Japanese subjects in Canada have been under
',ay for seme menths. It will be recelled thet
at the time of the exchange of diplomatie
officials a smaîl number of Canadiens were
brouîght back frem Japen and some Japanese
subjects were returned te Japan from Canada.
The prcsent negotiations for the second and
furtiser oxchanges have been pretracted. but
it is hoed that before long a furthcr party
cf Canadians will be able te leave Japan for
Canada and et the seme time a party of
Japanese subjects will leave Canada for Japan.
