Federal moneys subsequently allocated by 
provinces to municipalities may be used only 
to meet, among other civil emergency plan­
ning activities, 75 per cent of the salaries of 
those persons specifically employed in support 
of civil emergency planning projects as 
agreed each year between the Provincial 
Ministers responsible for civil emergency 
planning and the Minister of National De­
fence.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF SUPPORT PRICE FOR 

MANUFACTURING MILK

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture) :
Mr. Speaker, I wish to inform the house that 
the support price for manufacturing milk for 
the year commencing April 1, 1969 has been 
set at $4.85 per hundred pounds of milk test­
ing 3.5 per cent butterfat. This is the same 
level as that established on April 1, 1968.

As hon. members are aware, the returns 
received by manufacturing milk and cream 
shippers come mainly from the market price 
and partly from subsidy. The market price, in 
turn, is related to the support prices estab­
lished by the Canadian Dairy Commission 
for the major dairy products. The federal
