Owing to the sbsence of Dr. Rexford and Professor
Dale doing war work in Engi2ad =2fter the report in question wsas
made the Central Board preferred to leave the general question in
abeyance.

The Central Board, however, feels very strongly
that in both Universities there shoudd be 2 reorganizstion of the
professionsl training,in order to make it more effective and some.
what in keeping with the present day demands, It hherefore decided
to ask for courses for Academy diplomass in MeGill and Bishop's in
conformity with the following outline:-

ersity with degree courses that are considered by the
Central Board satisfactory preparation for the work of a
teacher. '

2 Psychologg and Principles of Education; History of
Education. :

4 Scnool and class management: (2)School asdministration

vision,
