Troops Were in Peril When
Troopship Stranded.

RESCUE DIFFICULT

MCHITS PUE =27 s
‘ ’ Seven Hundred and Others

A Canadian Atlantic Port, July 7/—
When the Hall Liner, City of Vienna,
with 1400 Canadian troops, consisting
of various drafts and details on board,
ran ashore on a dangerous rock near
here in a thick'fog, it was at first fear-
ed that there might be considerable
loss of life. There was a heavy on-
shore swell and dense fog, and
the steamer, exposed to the
full force of every wave, ' was
in danger, it was thought, of speedily
breaking up. But the troops and men
I have all° been safely .lJanded, and the
ship herself still holds together, =
that there is even a possibility of sav-
ing her. .

According-to the story told by the
rescued men, it was about seven
o'clock in the morning that the City
of Vienna, endeavoring to make harbor,
struck the ledge, The engines were re-
versed, without avail, and S.0.8. calls
were sent out. Guns, too, were
fired and could be heard on shore, a

| thick fog, had been unable to come
| close to the stranded ship. The stéam.
{er's lifeboats were accordingly low-
ered, and the sailors transferred seven
hundred of the soldiers from the City
of Vienna to their own ship.

The steamer could . accommodate
no more, and therefore brought these
seven hundred to port. Meanwhile,
despite the increasing sea, the fisher-
men and life saving crews had been
landing boatload after boatload. A pilot
schooner also took off about 75 men
and brought them to port. Other boats
visited the different fishing harbors,
collecting numbers of the soldiers
rescued from the ship, and landing
them here. The remainder of the men
landed on the shore, marched along the
country roads to the port. The steam-
er's crew "vas also brought to port.

Thought It Was Tonpedo.

“We thought the City of Vienna had
been torpedoed,” said one of the rescu-
ed soldiers, interviewed today. “Of
course we had not the faintest notion
where the ship was and our first
thought, when the ‘sudden jar and
crash came, was that we were in the
war zone and. that a U-boat had got
us. We were soon undeceived, how-
ever, when, looking over the bow, we
could see a big rock within a few yards
of the ship.”

One of the ship's officers told' the
Canadian Press that the discipline of
the troops when the steamer struck
was splendid. There was no sign of
excitement or confusion, he said, and
the men formed up and obeyed orders
a: precisely as if they were on par-
ade,

AMERICANS ATTACK

Two Men Kill Von Mirbach,

Bolshevik Leadefs Hurriediy
Express Regrets ‘at Kaisér's
Embassy.

Bagle, July 7-~Gepersl Count von,
Mirbach, German ambassador to Rus-
sia, was ‘asm ed¥today ‘at Mos-
cow, aceording to a’ despatch receiv-
ed here. 4

Obtaining admittance under false
pretences, two unknown men enter-
ed thc private office of Count von
Mirbach this morning. A short dis-
cussion ensued.. Then revolver shots
were heard, followed by explosions
of hand grenades.

The ambassador died almest in-’
stantaneously. The assassins escap-
ed and have not yet been arrested.

General Count von Mirbach has
been active in negotiafions between
Germany and the Bolsheviki. A de-
spatch July 5, from Moscow, said
that Coumt von Mirbach ‘was that
day successful in <2&ktzining the re-
lease of six Finnish officials detain-
ed by Russia, in exchange for Leo
Kameneff, Bolshevik ambassador to
Austria-Hungary, who had been held
as a hostage in Finland.

Count von Mirbach formerly was
German minister to Greece. The
Bolshevik government consented to
his nomination as ambassador to
Russia last April. In May a de-
spatch from Moscow said that ‘the
demands presented by 'the German
ambassador would virtually make
Russia a German colony. On May
27 the Russian Government agreed to
the appointment of Count von Mir-
bach a# an intermediary between
Russia and the Transcaucasian
Govermment. On May 81 he obtain-
ed from Russia an acceptance of the
German proposal for peace ngzotia—
tions between the Bolsheviki and
Finland.

Expression of Regret.

Paris, July 7.—~As soon as the news
of the assassination of Count von
Mirbach, German ambassador at Mos-
cow, came to M. Tchitcherin, the
Russian foreign minister, M. Tchit-
cherin and his associate, M. Kara-
khan, called at the German embassy
and expressed the regret and indig-
nation of the government at the
occurrence, says a Berlin despateh.
forwarded by the Havas correspond-
ent at Basle.

The identity of the assaszins has
not been established ner hawve they
been arrested, the message states.

It appears, according to these ad-
vices, that with Count von Mirbach
when he was attacked were Herr
Ritzler, the coumsellor of the em-
bassy, and a German officer. Nel-
ther was injured.

IMBISSADOR HUAT
FITALLY BY BON

Into Office of German Em-
bassy at Moscow.

Basle, Switzerland, July 7,—Nikolai
Lenine, Bolshevik premier, has sent
the following message to M. Joffe, Rus-

sian minister at Berlin, regarding the
assassination of Count von Mirbach,
the German ambassador at Moscow.

“Two unknown men entered the Ger-
man embassy at' 2 o'clock this (Satur-
day) -afternoon, having documentg from
a special committee. They threw a
bomb in Count von Mirbach’s office,
wounding him so severely that he died.

“Representatives of the government
immediately visited the embassy.and
expressed indignation at the act, which
they considered a political manoeuvre
to provoke trouble. The government
is taking every measure to discover the
murderers and bring them before a
special revolutionary tribunal,

“Extra measureg have been taken to
protect the German embassy and citi-
zens. The government requests you to
express to the German Government the
Russian, Government’s indignation and
to convey its sympathy to the family
of the. late count.” !
