If you
don’t distribute your supply to the
dealgrs properly, how on earth do they
expect the poor consumer to get his
share?

MANY ARRESTS MADE

gross profiteering has been uncovered
in many contracts for army shoes,
shirts, leggings, overcoats and: other
goldiers’ supplies and equipment, as a
result of an investigation by army in-
telligence and department of Justice
agents, it was learned today.

here today. Four employes of the C.
Kenyon Company of Brooklyn, one of
the country’'s largest rubber manufac-
turers, were taken into custody charged
with attempting to pass off on the gov-
ernment army raincoats which had
been rejected as defeciive by army in-
spectors.

The Kenyon Company has three
plants in Brooklyn, to one of which the
authorities declared large quantities of
rejected raincoats were sent and placed
with goods already approved by the
federal inspectors.
