FLIGHT LIEUT. LANGE
REPORTED KILLED
ON AUGUST 13TH

Well - Known London Boy
Makes Great Sacrifice—
No Particulars Yet.

Another name was added to the long
list of Loondoners who have given their
lives for their country last night, when
the sad news was received here that
Flight Lieut. W. George Lance had
been killed on August 13.

The news came in the form of 3
cable to his family at 1093 Richmon
street, but no particulars were given.
It was signed by the secretary of the
air ministry, and extended the asym-
pathy of the air council to his rela-
tives.

Lieut. Lance was one of the type of
young Londoner that has caused the
name of this city to stand for the best
when self-sacrifice and comradeship
are called Into play. He was possessed
of an exceptionally genial disposition,
and his sunny nature won for him
many friends in this city, who will
hear with deep regret of his death.

He was employed as a traveler for
the National Drug and Chemical Com-
pany before he donned the uniform. Ed
Lance, secretary of the Soldiers’ Aild
Commission, is a brother,

He enlisted in the Royal Air Force
over a year ago and he reached the
front about four months ago. He
trained for a time in Texas and for a
short time in England, When his turn
came to go to Scotland for further
training he refused to go, in his anxiety
to get to France. He was then allowed
to go to France, and had been at the
front since.

WEST LONDON NOT IN
DANGER WHILE DAM AT
SPRINGBANK IS DOWN

A new phase of the Springbank dam
question was presented to the board of
control yesterday by Mayor Somerville,
when the request of the board of health
for a committee to inquire into the
cost of repalring the dam was up.

MILITARY NOTES

AN ATTRACTIVE UNIT,

Permission has been received at the
local military headquarters from Ot-
tawa to immediately recrnit volunteers
‘for the Siberian draft of Canadian sol-
dlers. In addition to 100 men in the
infantry draft, A, M. C., engineers,
army service corps and machine gun-
ners will be regruited in Military
District No. 1.

This contingent will be self-sustain-
ing, and returned men volunteering
will be placed in the branch of the
service in which they originally en-
listed, thus making the draft a crack
corps. Returned men will be allowed
to retain thelr originsl regimental
numbers.

Recruits will be accepted at the local
mobilization centre, Carling  block,
and men accepted for the Army Service
Corps will be sent to Ottawa,, artillery
recruits will be sent to Petawawa,
engineers to Quebec. and the {nfantry
will train at Carling Helights until fur-
ther instructions are received. Regi-
mental numbers 2768001 to 2768250 have
been allowed to volunteers in this con-
tingent, who have not served before in
the present campaign,
