Three points In. this example are
worthy “of comment: first twehty-
two, rods per acre means a distance
of 120 feet between. drains, which Is
mueh farthéer apart than is the gen-
eral practice to-day. Second, two-
fnch tile were used: to-day this size
of tile I8 seldom used, owing to the
fact that they fill so readily with sed-
tment. Third, the drainage paid for
ftself In one year.

The preceding examples jllustrate
the results of drainage in general
farming in years gone by and also at
the present time. Let us look at a
case of specialized agriculture.

Intensive Farming Demands It.
