Reports Enormous Gain

in Year.

TO COMBAT SMUT

Twenty Thousand Grain
Growers Are Using Pre-
ventive, -

Thru advertising, the department of
agriculture has increased the use of
formalin to combat smut over 400 per
cent. Since last year when thig blight
which affects wheat, oats and barley
cost Ontario $5,000,000. ' The depart-
ment announced thig figure yesterday
when a deputation from the grain sec-
tion of the board of trade waited on
the minister to urge the continuance
of this work in preparation for the fall
seeding this year. '

Thru its local agents, the department
has made a tabulation of the formalin
#0ld this year and last, This year the
sale has been 4,649 gallons. Last year
it was 1,176 gallons, Much of this was
used on fall grain last year following
the campaign launched late last year
by the department against smut, so
that the increase is :von greater thawn
the figures represent.

Last year was a particularly bad one
in respect to smut, As that seed was
more likely to prodtice smutted grain
this year, the de ent inserted ad-
vertisements in two or three hundred
local papers and sent vut placards and
arranged meetings to be addressed on
this subject by local representatives.
As o result it is hoped that the loss
thru smut will be less by a fifth or a
quarter this year than it was last. It
is estimated that 20,000 farmers are
using the preventive this year. The
department is continuing its educa-
tional work along this line,

NO PATROTIC NEETIG
SINCE THE WAR BEGA

One Township in Ontario Pleads
