London to consult the. British naval and 
war office authorities as to the best wa£ 
to give effect to the resolution of parlia­
ment that Canada should make a begin­
ning with her own coast defence and to 
in this way aid in imperial defence.

The insurance bill, as amended by the 
sub-committee which for some time lias 
had it under consideration, was taken up 
today by the banking and commerce com­
mittee. Many changes from the original 
draft are indicated.

At the outset Hon. Mr. Fielding said 
the sub-committee had gone carefully into 
the measure and had reached an unani­
mous conclusion, 
clauses had been d,ealt with and disposed 
of he hoped it would soon go through 
committee and the house. He also trust­
ed that if this were done it should soon 
be dealt with by the senate and be pass-, 
ed this session. The amendments made 
cover fourteen closely printed pages of 
matter. The amendments in brief are as 
follows:

Instead of quarterly returns as to bonds, 
debentures, etc., the proposal is now to 
have them half yearly.

On April 1, of each year, a gain and loss 
exhibit must be filed with the insurance1 
department by each company showing the 
source of the increase and decrease in the 
company’s surplus. Some exceptions are 
made as to British companies.

Annual inspection at head offices by the 
superintendent or his staff is provided!
