But nothing has yet been discoverd
a8 to the bodies of the persons lost, and the gentle-
man to whom we allude is decidedly of opinion
that they have been secretly buried somewhere by
the wreckers Tt ie known that both she and her
husband had fastened what money and valuables
they possessed, about their waists ; and the suppo-
gition is, that when their bodies were washed
ashore, they were plundered by the pirates, and
then interred to conceal the theft.—New York
Courier.
